Regneala, fondatorul si directorul
revistei noastre si presedintele Asociatiei
Bibliotecarilor din Romania, a implinit
varsta de 70 de ani.

Personalitatea profesorului a fost
omagiata de cdtre colegi si prieteni in
ziuva de 15 noiembrie la Biblioteca
Nationald a Romaniei §i In ziua de
S decembrie in cadrul Cafenelei Critice
de la Clubul A.

La Biblioteca Nationald a Romaniei,
adunarea omagiald s-a desfasurat in
prezenta a peste 100 de
bibliotecari din tarda (Bucu-
resti, Brasov, Oradea, Pitesti,
Vaslui, Targoviste, Buzau) si
din  Republica  Moldova
(Chisindu). S-au aflat printre
participanti colegi de catedra,
fosti colegi de la Biblioteca
Centralda Universitara, repre-
zentanti ai marilor biblioteci
romanesti - Biblioteca Natio-
nala a Romaniei, Biblioteca
Academiei Romane, Biblio-
teca Pedagogica Nationala ,I. C.

Cea de-a doua sarbatorire, la

Cafeneaua critica de la Clubul A, din
ziua de 5 decembrie s-a facut din initia-
tiva profesorului Ion Bogdan Lefter, care
a anuntat evenimentul printr-un afis
insotit de urmatorul text: ,, Bibliologul i
profesorul Mircea Regneala a implinit
pe 30 noiembrie 70 de ani. Bibliotecar
de-o viata, director al Bibliotecii
Centrale Universitare (in perioada 2003
-2010), profesor de bibliologie la
Facultatea de Litere a Universitatii din
Bucuresti, presedinte al Asociatiei
Bibliotecarilor din Invatimant din Ro-
mdnia, apoi al Asociatiei Bibliotecarilor
din Romdnia, coordonator general al
Tratatului de biblioteconomie editat sub
egida ABR (vol. I, 2013), reprezentant al
breslei autohtone in structuri asociative
si in foruri de dezbatere §i decizionale
internationale, Mircea Regneala este o
reputata personalitate in domeniu, un
mare ‘om al cartii’ si unul dintre marii
profesori ai Literelor bucurestene ale
perioadei  postcomuniste. Invitat la
Cafeneaua criticd, Mircea Regneala va
vorbi despre viata si cariera sa”. Au

participat peste 50 de prieteni si
admiratori ai profesorului. La intrebarile
amfitrionului, profesorul Mircea
Regneald a vorbit cu umor — involuntar
in opinia doamnei Elena Tirziman,
voluntar Tn cea mai mare parte din
perspectiva profesorului sau, dar si cu
sentimentalism, despre copildria i
familia sa, despre anii de scoala petrecuti
in Fagdrasul natal, despre perioada
studiilor universitare si profesorii sai,
despre periplul sdu profesional - mai
intdi ca profesor in invatamantul de
cultura generald, apoi ca bibliotecar si
cadru didactic universitar. Amintirile si
evocarile unui timp  nestiut i
nemarturisit intr-o mare masurd au fost
impletite cu pilde si Tndemnuri de
dragoste pentru profesia de bibliotecar
pe care a sustinut-o si a incurajat-o toata
viata atdt pe plan national, cat si
international, din diferitele ipostaze pe
care le-a avut pana acum. Si in acest
cadru, au luat cuvantul numerosi colegi
si prieteni care au evocat diferite amintiri
legate de profesor - cum l-au cunoscut
sau ce cred despre Domnia Sa.

Homage to professor Mircea Regneala — the 70th anniversary

On the 30th of November, 2013, St.
Andrew’s  Day, Professor  Mircea
Regneala, founder and director of our
journal, as well as president of the
Romanian Library Association, celebrates
his 70th anniversary.

Colleagues and friends rendered an
homage to professor’s personality, on the
15th of November, at the National Library
of Romania and - on the 5th of December
- within the Critical Caffee at Club A.

The festive assembly took place at the
National Library of Romania and more
than 100 librarians from the country
(Bucharest, Brasov, Oradea,
Pitesti, Vaslui, Targoviste,
Buzau) and from the Republic
of Moldova (Chisindau) took
part. There were present
among participants colleagues
from the same department in
the faculty, former colleagues
from the Central University
Library, representatives of the

most important Romanian SRS
libraries - The National
Library of Romania, The
Romanian Academy Library, The

National Pedagogical Library ,I. C.
Petrescu” -, as well as representatives of
the Romanian Library Association and
leaders from the Faculty of Letters in the
University of Bucharest and professor’s

direct followers - students, PhD
candidates and doctors.
The event, kept secret by the

organizers, in order not to be known by
the professor, as being an absolute
surprise, was announced to the colleagues
through the following invitation: ,, We
have the pleasure to invite to participate
in an impressionable celebration for
libraries. At the end of November,
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orele 19.00-21.30

professor Mircea Regneala, president of
the Romanian Library Association and
remarkable personality of library science,
will celebrate his 70th anniversary. On
this occasion, The National Library of
Romania is the host of an event dedicated
to the celebration of professor Mircea
Regneala’s life and activity, on Friday,
the 15th of November, 2013, beginning
with 4 o’clock in the afternoon. As a part
of the event, there will be presented the
volume of homage The Romanian library
science at the beginning of 21st century.
We invite you to participate!”.

The director of the National
Library of Romania, conf.
"B univ. dr. Elena Tirziman
B opened the festive assembly,
@ by presenting aspects from
‘8 Mircea Regneald’s
professional life, as well as
his qualities as a person of
high morality.

The academician Gabriel
Strempel, honorary director
of the Romanian Academy
Library followed with his
address. We drew the following lines,
from his moving message: [ can’t
remember very well for how long we have
met, but we used to be librarians in two
prestigious libraries and we appreciated
each other from the beginning. We used to
have both the gentle spirit of the people
originary from the other side of the
mountains, wherefrom we took our
vigour, and we managed. 1 see you
working very hard, in order to save what
could be saved from the fire which
ravaged the Library of the University
Foundation. I see you as deputy director
in the buildings on Calea Plevnei st.,
where there were sheltered your book

collections, expecting that your exquisite
construction, given by the great king
Carol I, to be restored. Eventually, I see
you general director, in the same library,
triumphant in your work, wherefrom you
retired with dignity. You were acquainted
with all the library legislation and you
were involved in the leadership of the
library movement in the country. You
gave a helping hand to the development of
the education in the field and you used to
be a prestigious professor in the
department for training librarians in the
whole country. What more can you wish?
Look upon your shoulder at the way you
have done and enjoy in peace a long time
of rest, as you deserve. This is the well-
wishing from your older colleague in the
field, who embraces you with all his
heart” (STREMPEL, Gabriel. La o
aniversare. In: Biblioteconomia
romdneasca la inceput de secol XXI.
Constanta: Ex Ponto, 2013, p. 7).

Mrs. conf. univ. dr. Oana Murarus, the
dean of the Faculty of Letters in the
University of Bucharest, after presenting
the homage of the colleagues from the
Faculty of Letters, handed to the professor
The Anniversary Diploma, granted on the
occasion of the 150th celebration of the
Superior School of Letters ,,as a symbol of
gratitude and appreciation for the
contribution brought, in time, to the
development of the academic excellence”.

Dr. Robert Coravu, former student and
colleague from The Central University
Library in Bucharest, presented the
volume Biblioteconomia romdneasca la
inceput de secol XXI (The Romanian
library science at the beginning of the
21st century), worked out as ,,homage to
professor Mircea Regneala at his 70th
anniversary”. The volume coordinated by

Mr. Robert Coravu and Mrs. Elena
Tirziman has no foreword, but the
reflections expressed by academician
Gabriel Strempel. These reflections are
followed by a short biography of the
professor and a presentation of his work
from bibliographic perspective, both
written by Robert Coravu. The book
includes several chapters, interesting for
the condition of the Romanian library
science development: Library between
tradition and modernity;  Library’s
collection; Reading and libraries, Library
management;  Library and  digital
environment; Library’s history; Thoughts.
Alexe Rau (Chisinau), Vasile D. Tara,
Tiberius Ignat, Maria Micle, Gabriela
Baran, Carmen-Leocadia Pesantez Pozo,
Elena Tirziman, Nicoleta Rahme, Mihaela
Zecheru, Doru Stan, Aurelian Popescu,
Cristina Popescu, Corina Apostoleanu,
Teodora Fintinaru, Ionel Enache, Angela
Repanovici, Simona Marilena Bursasiu,
Raluca Man, Nicoleta-Roxana Dinu,
Gabriela Jurubita, Mihaela Dragu, Doina
Ostafe, Mihai Constantinescu, Adriana
Elena Borund, Gheorghe Buluta, Victor
Petrescu, Agnes Erich and Ilie Zanfir
collaborated with studies in the field.
Within the last section, Thoughts,
professor’s closest collaborators
(Octavian Mihail Sachelarie, Cristina
Popescu, Robert Coravu, Claudia
Balaban, Silvia Ghinculov and Natalia
Cheradi — the last three from Chisinau,
Valentina Lupu), to whom there are to be
added numerous colleagues from the
National Library of Romania, transmitted
messages full of affection to the
celebrated septuagenarian.

Mrs. Mihaela Zecheru, vice-president
of the Romanian Library Association
handed over to the professor a plaquette,
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Homage to professor Mircea Regneala — the 70th anniversary

on behalf of the Romanian Library
Association. The content of the plaquette
is the following: “On the occasion of the
beautiful celebration of the wisdom age,
the librarians in Romania wish you to be
healthy, be in full strength for continuing
your activity and have an endless soul
youth, in order to enjoy the results of the
continual work you have done in the
benefit of the Romanian libraries”.

Numerous older or more recent
colleagues from the University, Central
University Library ,,Carol I in Bucharest
with whom professor used to work many
years, friends from other important
libraries in Romania and the Republic of
Moldova, professor’s students and PhD
candidates also addressed their word to
the assembly.

The second celebration, at the Critical
caffee from Club A, on the 5th of
December, took place at professor Bogdan
Lefter’s initiative. He announced the
event through a post together with the
following text: ,,The bibliologist and
professor Mircea Regneala celebrated the
70th  anniversary on the 30th of
November. He used to be librarian all his
life, director of the Central University
Library (between 2003 and 2010),
professor of bibliology at the Faculty of
Letters in the University of Bucharest,
president of the Association of the
Librarians in the Romanian Educational
System, then president of the Romanian
Library Association, general coordinator
of the Treaty of library science, edited
under the care of Romanian Library
Association (vol. I, 2013), representative
of the autochthonous profession in
associative structures and in international
groups for debate and decision, he is a
well-known personality in the field, a
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great ,man of books” and one of the
great professors of the Faculty of Letters
in Bucharest, in the post communist time.
Invited at the Critical Caffee, Mircea
Regneala will speak about his life and
career.” More than 50 friends and
followers took part in this assembly. At
the host’s questions, professor Mircea
Regneala answered in a humorous manner
— involuntary humour in Mrs. Elena
Tirziman’s opinion, mostly voluntary
from professor’s perspective, but also
with sentimentalism, about his childhood
and his family about the school years in
his native town Fagaras, about the
academic studies and his professors, about
his activity — first as teacher in the
secondary school, then librarian and
professor. His memories and
remembrance from a mostly unknown and
unconfessed time had been interwoven
with examples and urge for loving the
profession of librarian, which he used to
encourage and supported all his life, in the
whole country and abroad, from different
hypostases he used to have until now.
Numerous friends and colleagues within
this framework addressed also took the
floor and they presented different
memories connected with the professor —
how they met or what they think about
him. The debates were supposed to finish,
according to the invitation, at 9 o’clock,
but they continued wuntil almost 11
o’clock.

The coordinator of the present issue,
on behalf of all the journal collaborators,
wishes to Mrs. Professor Mircea Regneala
long life, to be healthy and have many
professional achievements.

determinat schimbari majore din perspectiva
globalizarii informatiei §i a progresului
stiintific si tehnic.

in ultimele decenii, dinamismul
diseminarii informatiei prin medii diferite de
difuzare si de stocare a determinat schimbari
majore §1 in procesul instructiv-educativ.
Educatia s-a integrat si ea in amplul fenomen
al globalizdrii rezultat al vastei cooperari
internationale (procesul Bologna de care se
vorbeste, dar se si aplicd in Europa, prin
copierea sistemului educational american, nu
se integreaza si el in dinamica globalizarii?).
Au aparut forme noi de predare-invatare, in
forme alternative de educatie, complementare
celei formale, regasibile in noi concepte de
educatie: predare — invatare — instruire in
mediul electronic (e-learning), invitare pe
parcursul intregii vieti (longlife learning -
LLL), invatare folosind tehnologia
telefoanelor mobile (m-learning) s.a.

In acest climat socio-cultural calitatea
invatarii este determinatd de structuri si
specialisti care genereazd tipuri diverse de
educatie: formald, nonformald, informala.
Pentru a sustine procesul instructiv-educativ
aflat in fata provocarilor informationale,
specialistul 1n informare si documentare din
invatdmantul preuniversitar din Romania
(bibliotecar/  redactor/ documentarist i

profesor documentarist) trebuie sa ofere si sa
dezvolte servicii si produse documentare,
activitati de educatie nonformala si informala,
orientate atat catre elevi, cat si catre cadre
didactice.

Este vorba de decizia guvernantilor de a
desfiinta ,,cea mai importantd biblioteca
pedagogica roméaneascd” cu 133 de ani de
existenta, Biblioteca Nationald Pedagogica ,,1.
C. Petrescu” din Bucuresti, prin Ordonanta de
urgenta nr. 117 din 23 decembrie 2013
privind modificarea si completarea Legii
educatiei nationale nr. 1/2011 §i pentru
luarea  unor  masuri in  domeniul
invatamantului, publicatd in  Monitorul
Oficial, Partea I nr. 843 din 30.12.2013. Prin
acest act legislativ BNP ,,I. C. Petrescu” este
transformatd 1n sectie a Bibliotecii Centrale
Universitare ,,Carol I’ din Bucuresti — Sectia
pedagogica ,,I. C. Petrescu”, fara personalitate
juridicd, personalul si colectiile bibliotecii
(peste  450.000 de volume) urmand a
fi ,,absorbite” in structura BCU ,,Carol I’ din
Bucuresti. Printre atributiile acestei noi sectii
se numara: ,participarea la programul de
specializare a personalului didactic din
invatamantul prescolar, primar, gimnazial,
liceal si postliceal si asigurarea indrumarii
metodologice pentru bibliotecile caselor
corpului didactic si pentru bibliotecile
scolare”.

132 din 11 februarie
2005, cu modificarile si  completarile
ulterioare, fiind abrogate articolul 36, litera a)
si Anexa nr. 2, litera c¢), subdiviziuni
legislative ~ importante  pentru  reteaua
bibliotecilor scolare din Romania.

Foreword

Education has become a highly complex
concept in the contemporary society and the
forms of education (formal, non-formal,
informal) are constantly evolving,
characterised by unprecedented dynamism.
Moreover, the new concepts of information
that are dealt with nowadays — the
information society, the knowledge society,
information culture (information literacy),
digital literacy — and the new information and
communication technologies (NICT) have
caused major changes in terms of the
information globalization and of the academic
and technical progress.

In recent decades, the dynamics of
information dissemination through various
distribution and storage media has caused
major changes in the educational process.
Education has integrated to the extensive
phenomenon of globalization as a result of the
vast international cooperation (does not the
Bologna process that is spoken of and also
applied in Europe, by copying the American
educational system, integrate to the dynamics
of globalization, too?). There are also new
forms of teaching and learning, alternative
forms of education, complementary to formal
education, reflected in new concepts: teaching
— learning - training using electronic
resources and devices (e-learning), lifelong
learning (longlife learning - LLL), learning
using mobile phone technology (m-learning),
etc.

In this social and cultural climate, the
quality of learning is determined by structures
and specialists that generate various types of
education: formal, non-formal, informal. To
support the educational process facing
information challenges, the information and
documentation specialists working in the
Romanian pre-university education system

(librarians/ editors/ documentation specialists,
and documentalist teachers) must provide and
develop documentation services and products,
non-formal and informal education activities
targeted to both the students and the teachers.
The development of information and
documentation skills, reading skills training,
collaboration with teachers, etc., in order to
meet the goals of the national curriculum for
pre-university education, as well as learning
to learn skill are all requirements imposed by
today's information society and represent
challenges for the librarians in schools
involved in the education - information -
development triad.

We developed this thematic issue of the
Journal of Librarianship and Information
Science based on these ideas and the belief
that school libraries can be models of
education and culture, and the librarians — an
element of convergence in the educational
process dealing with the information training.
The present issue includes only certain
aspects of the vast issue of the libraries’ role
in education, in general, and particularly of
the information training. It is intended to
determine the reaction of those involved in
disseminating the information related to the
training and education within and through the
school libraries. This does not mean that
things are going well everywhere. On the
contrary.

Unfortunately, we cannot leave aside the
lack of financial and human resources of
many information and documentation
institutions in the Romanian pre-university
education, as evidenced in the articles of this
issue. This delayed issue is also published in a
dramatic moment for the Romanian
librarianship, which scandalized the whole
society preoccupied with real education which
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Foreword

cannot exclude the libraries.

We are referring to the government's
decision to close down “the most important
Romanian pedagogical library” which has
been operating for 133 years — the “I. C.
Petrescu” National Pedagogical Library in
Bucharest by the Government Emergency
Ordinance 117 issued on December 23, 2013
regarding the amendment of the Education
Law no. 1/2011 published in the Official
Gazette. Part 1. no. 843 on December 30,
2013. This Ordinance stipulates that the “I. C.
Petrescu” National Pedagogical Library
should become a department of the “Carol I”
Central University Library in Bucharest — the
“I. C. Petrescu” Pedagogical Department, an
entity without legal personality. The library
staff and collections (over 450,000 volumes)
are to be “absorbed” to the structure of the
“Carol I” Central University Library in
Bucharest. The duties of the new department
are: “taking part in the specialization of
teaching staff in the pre-school, primary,
secondary, and post-secondary teaching
institutions and providing methodological
guidance to teaching staff centres’ libraries
and to school libraries.” It is worth
mentioning that this Ordinance amends the
Library Law no. 304/2002, republished in the
Official Gazette of Romania, Part I, no. 132
on February 11, 2005, as previously amended
and supplemented, repealing Article 36, a)
and Annex no. 2, c¢), important legal
subdivisions for the Romanian school libra-
ries network. This decision also disregards
Article 7 of the same law which provides that
a library cannot be closed down if the
institution that founded or is funding it has not
been dissolved. As this library is funded by
the existing Ministry of Education, it could
not, according to Education Law, be closed
down. Many of things done in this country are
disregarding the provisions of the law.
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The studies included in this issue
highlight some current issues in the Romania
school libraries: their situation during 1990-
2010, legislative landmarks, their role in the
educational process, features of the librarian
profession in the pre-university system, the
issue of reading from the perspective of the
educational system, the interdependence
between institutional culture and the quality
of the services and products, the concern of
specialists in this field to support the
educational process in order to meet the
current quality requirements. The authors are
part of the younger generation of researchers
concerned with improving education through
information viewed from the perspective of
the twenty-first century. We hope that the
articles of the present issue will lead to
emulation among school librarians and
documentalist teachers.

As a conclusion, I would like to thank the
editorial board of the journal, especially
Professor Mircea Regneald, for trusting me
with coordinating this issue and the
colleagues whose studies and articles
contributed to achieving a comprehensive and
unified view of school libraries today.

» sunt parte integrantd a procesului de
instruire, formare si educare;

» au misiunea de a oferi tuturor membrilor
comunitatii scolare servicii de educatie, carti si
alte surse care sa dezvolte reflectia critica si sa
permita folosirea informatiei in mod eficient,
indiferent de forma si suportul acesteia;

» dezvolta competente-cheie ale
curriculumului  national pentru  Tnvatamantul
primar si gimnazial:

® competente de sensibilizare si de
expresie culturala;

® competenta de a invata sa Tnveti;
competente sociale si civice;
competente digitale de utilizare a
tehnologiei informatiei ca instrument
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de Tnvatare si cunoastere;

» transmite cunostinte si dezvolta
competente prin educatie nonformald si informala;

» organizeazd  activititi  scolare si
extragcolare.

In iunie 2011, dupi aproape 11 ani de la
infiintarea centrelor de documentare si informare
(CDI), este propus un regulament comun pentru
cele doud structuri infodocumentare din
invatdmantul preuniversitar ~ romanesc -
Regulament de organizare g§i functionare a
bibliotecilor  scolare si a centrelor de
documentare §i informare (15). Potrivit acestuia
~in unitdtile de invatdmant preuniversitar se
organizeaza si functioneaza structuri
infodocumentare: centre de documentare si
informare sau biblioteci scolare”, iar la nivelul
unei unitatii de Tnvatamant nu pot fi organizate si
nu vor functiona ambele structuri
infodocumentare (16). Ulterior, regulamentul este
aprobat prin OMECTS nr. 5556/07.10.2011 si
devine, astfel, primul act legislativ privind cele
doud structuri infodocumentare existente 1in
invatamantul  preuniversitar = roméinesc. De
asemenea, biblioteca scolara, alaturi de CDI, este
implicatd acum legislativ mai explicit in politica
documentara.

Actualul Regulament de organizare §i
functionare a bibliotecilor gcolare §i a centrelor
de documentare si informare contine prevederi
adaptate la noile orientdri internationale din
invatdmant si din biblioteconomie, vizand:
formarea competentelor informationale ale
elevilor; participarea elevilor la diferite programe
educationale si culturale In cadrul parteneriatelor
locale/nationale/internationale; planificarea
activitdtii bibliotecii scolare pe parcursul unui
semestru sau an gscolar. Astfel, intre atributiile
bibliotecarului scolar se gasesc:

» elaborarea si afisarea regulamentului de
ordine interioard (ROI) al bibliotecii, precum si a
planului de activitate;

» consilierea in vederea folosirii
tehnologiei;

» gestionarea fondului documentar si
securizarea acestuia prin utilizarea sistemelor de
supraveghere ale scolii;

» promovarea fondului documentar si a
resurselor bibliotecii prin alcdtuirea de mape
documentare, pliante, filme de prezentare, liste de
publicatii, bloguri.

De asemenea, bibliotecarul scolar trebuie sa
colaboreze cu cadrele didactice in vederea
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sustinerii unor obiective educationale precum:
formarea personalitdtii autonome si a invatarii pe
parcursul intregii vietii (en. lifelong learning);
dezvoltarea competentelor-cheie (competenta de
,a invata sa inveti”, competenta digitald,
competente de comunicare In limba roméana, in
limba materna si in limbi straine) s.a.

Prin anexa nr. 2 a regulamentului, legiuitorul
ofera un  ,referential al competentelor
infodocumentare ale elevilor” 1n contextul
elabordrii i implementarii unei strategii locale de
educatie pentru informatie (en. digital literacy)
(17) si a formarii unei culturi informationale (en.
information literacy) (18) a elevilor (19).

Desi aceste ,repere” sunt exemplificate
pentru CDI, acestea pot reprezenta un ghid in
politica documentara a bibliotecii scolare, dupa
cum se precizeaza si in actul legislativ. Subliniem
prezentarea detaliata a competentelor
informationale si documentare ale elevilor,
abordate 1n functie cele 8 domenii si subdomenii
de competentd ale educatiei pentru informatie:

» cunoasterea:

® structurilor infodocumentare;

e (diferitelor tipuri de documente;

® instrumentelor de acces la informatie
(cataloage, bibliografii, indexuri,
software de gestionare informatizatd a
fondului documentar, baze de date), a
mijloacelor de acces la informatie dint-
un document (sumar, index, titlu,
subtitlu, capitol, subcapitol s.a.), a
instrumentelor multimedia de acces la
informatia pe suport digital, a
principiilor de functionare a motoarelor
de cautare;

» definirea subiectului de
definirea problematicii;

» selectarea documentelor corespunzitoare
subiectului de cercetare;

» stringerea documentelor corespunzitoare
subiectului de cercetare;

cautare si

» comunicarea informatiei sub diverse
aspecte;
» evaluarea informatiei, parcursului

cercetarii si a rezultatului (produsului) cercetarii.
De asemenea, bibliotecile scolare colaboreaza
cu alte institutii similare la realizarea unor
proiecte cultural-educative care implica activitati
de informare documentara, stimularea interesului
elevilor fatd de lecturd, cresterea calitatii
procesului instructiv-educativ, stimularea

creativitatii elevilor si a cadrelor didactice,
realizarea unor schimburi de idei intre cadrele
didactice din diferite unitdti de invatamant,
stimularea  cercetarii  stiintifice in  scoli,
congtientizarea pdrintilor si a comunitatii de
calitatea muncii desfasurate de elevi si cadrele
didactice, modelarea capacitatii de recunoastere si
respectarea valorilor morale si culturale autentice.

Rol in educatie

Conform legislatiei roméanesti specifice n
vigoare (legea bibliotecilor, legea invatamantului,
diferite metodologii s.a.) biblioteca scolara ar
trebui sa aiba trei mari obiective:

» obiective pedagogice (sprijin in realizarea
obligatiilor scolare; Indrumarea i initierea
elevului in tehnici de munca intelectuald;
dezvoltarea obiceiului de a citi; formarea si
incurajarea spiritului critic si autocritic);

» obiective culturale (dezvoltarea gustului
pentru frumos; formarea treptatd a unui sistem de
valori; formarea si incurajarea autonomiei in
tehnica muncii intelectuale);

» obiective sociale (insusirea regulilor de
viatd din cadrul comunitatii, formarea spiritului
civic).

De asemenea, in derularea activitatilor Intr-o
biblioteca scolard trebuie sd se ia in considerare
urmatoarele aspecte:

» rolul sau in sprijinul activitatii didactice;

» publicul tintda  specific  (copii  si
adolescenti);

» complexitatea activitatilor desfagurate de
bibliotecar.

Specificul  bibliotecii scolare nu este
evidentiat doar de rolul sdau 1n procesul de
instruire, formare si educare si publicul tinta, ci si
de 1indeplinirea tuturor activitatilor de catre o
singurd persoand — bibliotecarul angajat intr-o
unitate de Tnvatamant.

Biblioteca scolard, din perspectiva publicului
tintd cdruia i1 se adreseazd, are multe caracteristici
ale bibliotecii pentru copii si adolescenti. Vorbim
de o structura infodocumentard cuprinsda fin
sistemul educational de Tnvatdmant, spatiu unde
cartea §i lectura se constituie intr-un element
definitoriu, dar care, in acelasi timp, se adreseaza
unor segmente de public (copii, adolescenti) cu
nevoi de informare si asteptdri informationale
diferite. Biblioteca destinata acestor segmente de
public si integratd n procesul instructiv-educativ
trebuie sd respecte si sd Indeplineasca aceleasi
sarcini, din punct de vedere biblioteconomic, ca
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cele ale unei biblioteci publice (de la achizitia de
publicatii pand la organizarea §i comunicarea
colectiilor). De asemenea, aceastad structurad
trebuie sd ofere utilizatorilor servicii de informare
si produse documentare potrivit cerintelor
procesului de invatamant, si sd respecte, pe cat
posibil, particularitatile psihopedagogice si de
varstd, de pregatire, precum si aspiratiile si
interesele individuale ale elevilor.

Spre deosebire de orele de clasd, spatiu de
educatie formald prin excelentd, biblioteca scolara
constituie o  alternativdi  pentru  didactica
conventionald a orelor de la clasd. Spatiu al
activitatilor scolare si extrascolare, biblioteca
scolara este un loc al educatiei nonformale, si de
ce nu, si al educatiei informale.

Atributiile bibliotecarului scolar trebuie sa
aibd 1Tn vedere obiective clare, sa se desfasoare
organizat conform unui plan de activitati stabilit la
inceputul anului scolar, sda fie adaptate
particularitdtilor ~ publicului  deservit  etc.
Materializarea acestora in practica este insd un
demers dificil 1n lipsa unor temeinice cunostinte
biblioteconomice si pedagogice.

Spre deosebire de alte tipuri de biblioteci
(publice sau din nvatamantul universitar) in
biblioteca scolara existd un singur responsabil
pentru toate activitdtile, programele si serviciile
oferite utilizatorilor. Activitatea bibliotecarului
este extrem de complexa: de la managementul
bibliotecii scolare — incluzand achizitia, evidenta
si prelucrarea documentelor, servicii de informare
si chiar produse documentare (catalog traditional
sau informatizat, bibliografii tematice) — pana la
activitdti de promovare §i activitati pedagogice (de
indrumare si Incurajarea lecturii, de animatie
culturald, de initiere in tehnica muncii intelectuale
s.a.) (20).

Modelul bibliotecii scolare si, implicit, al
bibliotecarului, este important pentru orice
persoand, deoarece structura infodocumentara din
invatamantul preuniversitar raméine, pentru cei
mai multi dintre noi, prima ntilnire cu lectura si,
poate constitui, de asemenea, prima reprezentare a
actului cultural.

Orice bibliotecar scolar 1si poate demonstra
rolul in educatie, In general, si in cea nonformala,
in special, prin:
servicii de informare;
elaborare de produse documentare;
rol de leadership;
orientare $i incurajare a lecturii;
abilitate de a cduta si a folosi informatia;

VVVVY
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» colaborare cu profesorii;

» activitate de promovare si, de ce nu, de
marketing;

» evaluarea serviciilor si a activitatilor g.a.

in vederea  indeplinirii obiectivelor
educationale stabilite prin curriculumul national,
prin curriculumul la decizia scolii, prin politica
documentara, bibliotecile scolare ofera
utilizatorilor sai servicii si produse documentare.
Inci de la prima intilnire cu potentialii cititorii,
bibliotecarul scolar realizeazd o activitate de
informare prin prezentarea spatiului bibliotecii, a
fondul documentar.

Dintre serviciile uzuale pe care o biblioteca
scolard contemporana le ofera enumeram (21):

» asistentd In regésirea informatiei;

> initiere in cercetarea documentara;

> consultare la sala de lectur;

» servicii de cercetare i  referinte
bibliografice;

» fotocopiere de documente;

> ascultare de muzici;

» imprumut de casete video, CD-uri,
DVD-uri;

> acces la Internet;

» servicii de partajare a fisierelor (Twitter,
de exemplu);

» servicii de socializare (prin intermediul
instrumentelor web 2.0, precum: blog, Facebook);

» animatie culturala;

» imprumut la domiciliu;

» imprumut interbibliotecar.

Produsele documentare prezente in biblioteca
scolara sunt cunoscute, in general, sub denumirea
de instrumente de acces la informatie: cataloage
de biblioteca, bibliografii tematice, baze de date,
indexuri, dosare documentare, revista presei,
dosare de presa, sinteze documentare, pagini web
ale bibliotecii s.a.

Rolul de leadership al bibliotecarului scolar
este evidentiat de competentele acestuia de a-i
invdta atat pe elevi, cit si pe profesori,
modalitatile si cdile de acces spre a-si gasi cele
mai bune materiale pentru nevoile lor de
informare si documentare. In literatura de
specialitate americand se precizeaza faptul ca
navigarea cu usurintd pe Internet si cautarea in
baze de date stiintifice ar trebui sa fie realizate la
fel de bine ca si regasirea informatiilor in
resursele tipdrite (22). Din pacate, in Roméania, nu
numai cd infrastructura lipseste, dar personalul
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existent in bibliotecile scolare este nepregatit
pentru asemenea servicii.

Cea mai cunoscutd misiune a bibliotecarului
scolar, aceea de a orienta §i incuraja lectura
elevului, se afld Tn mare dificultate In era noilor
tehnologii, a retelei Internet si a telefonului mobil.
De aceea, acest specialist In informare si
documentare trebuie sd aiba abilitatea de a alege
cartile care sunt interesante pentru cititorul vizat,
astfel Incat acesta sa 1si pastreze obiceiul de citi pe
termen lung.

Printre alte abilitati bibliotecarul scolar ar fi
de dorit sa stie sd caute si sa foloseasca informatia
nu doar pentru sine, ci sa-i invete atat pe elevi, cét
si pe profesori sd o gdseasca eficient. In literatura
biblioteconomica engleza este folosit, Incepand cu
anii 90 (23) conceptul de ,information
literacy”  (cultura informatiei) (24) pentru
instruirea utilizatorilor cu scopul de a-i Tnvata cum
sd supravietuiascd ntr-o lume informationala in
schimbare, in care tehnologiile si sursele de
informare prolifereaza cu o viteza uimitoare (25).

Indiferent de folosirea a diferiti termeni
pentru aceeasi notiune — indrumarea de catre
bibliotecar, educarea utilizatorului, Indrumare
bibliografica, instruire in stiinta informdrii sau
organizarea muncii intelectuale in cultura
informatiei — scopul raméne acelasi: de a Invata
publicul cum sa gaseasca, sa evalueze si sa
foloseasca eficient si responsabil sursele de
informare si documentare. Astfel, educarea in
cultura informatiei permite unei persoane (elev,
profesor) sd devind un utilizator independent,
activ, competent si etic (onest) In folosirea
informatiei [traducerea noastrd] (26). In S.UA.
bibliotecarul scolar 1i ajutd pe elevi sd invete cum
sd foloseasca referintele online si 1i tine la curent
cu noutdtile (27). Astfel acesta 1si mentine
abilitdtile si vine 1n intdmpinarea nevoilor
utilizatorilor ~ oferindu-le referinte utile si
pertinente.

Din punctul nostru de vedere, cea mai mare
provocare pentru orice bibliotecar scolar o
reprezintd colaborarea cu profesorii. Acesta
trebuie sd atragd cadrele didactice pentru
sprijinirea programului bibliotecii. Bibliotecarul
scolar trebuie sa isi atragd cititorii, profesori si
elevi, prin diferite activitati de marketing: de la
simple afise cu informatii despre serviciile oferite,
semnaldri ale diferitelor activitdti culturale
(realizate in cadrul scolii sau Tn comunitate), lista
cu noutati, listd cu bibliografii tematice referitoare
la anumite subiecte din programa scolard sau

oferite de catre profesori, intdlniri cu elevii la
orele de dirigentie ale acestora pentru a le aminti
permanent ca mai existd un formator la care pot
apela cu incredere pentru a-si realiza proiectele,
referatele, portofoliile etc.

Folosind cataloagele online, care conduc la
identificarea surselor si, de multe ori, oferd acces
partial (prin rezumat, prin prezentarea capitolelor,
prin prezentarea cuprinsului si a altor elemente de
identificare a documentului) la continutul
documentului, bibliotecarul se poate informa el
insusi In vederea realizdrii unei bibliografii sau a
unei activitdti solicitate, sau chiar in realizarea
propriilor cataloage (28).

Catalogul online poate fi un instrument in
orientarea bibliotecarului In vederea achizitiei. Si
alte produse documentare electronice pot constitui
o resursd importanta Tn actualizarea cunostintelor
acestuia: pagina de prezentare a bibliotecii
(variante: website, site, pagina web), de exemplu.
O interogare a paginilor web ale Bibliotecii
Nationale a Romaniei, a bibliotecilor judetene, a
asociatiilor profesionale specifice conduce la
dezvoltarea campului informational al fiecarui
specialist deschizdnd porti spre noutdtile din
domeniul stiintei informarii i documentarii, spre
servicii de informare si documentare care pot fi
adaptate la specificul bibliotecii, spre surse de
informare si documentare pertinente.

Bibliotecarul ~ scolar poate explica si
exemplifica ce este o descriere bibliografica, care
este rolul acesteia in referintele bibliografice, cum
pot fi ,,desprinse” dintr-un document elementele
componente ale figei bibliografice conform
standardelor biblioteconomice in vigoare (29).

Ar fi de dorit ca bibliotecarii sau profesorii
care se ocupd de gestionarea §i comunicarea
colectiei dintr-o bibliotecd scolara sa se adapteze
specificului cititorilor, astfel incat rolul lor
educational sa fie resimtit de fiecare elev.
Desfasurarea activitdtii propuse prin aceastad
structura infodocumentara trebuie sd fie gandita,
de la orar la spatiu, pentru a veni 1n sprijinul real
al elevilor. De aceea, este necesar ca serviciile si
produsele oferite sd vind 1n intdmpinarea
indeplinirii obiectivelor pedagogice, culturale si
sociale. Limitarea la servicii binecunoscute —
imprumutul la domiciliu, accesul la catalogul
traditional sau informatizat, accesul la Internet,
consultarea 1n sala de lectura a materialelor de
referinte, Indrumarea spre o anumitd lecturd —
intr-un spatiu neprimitor si neprietenos, nu duc
decat la ,pierderea” potentialilor cititori si

Bibliotecarul se poate informa despre noile
aparitii Tn domeniul bibliotecii scolare, stiintei
informarii i documentdrii si prin alte mijloace
decat cele oferite de casa corpului didactic.
Asociatiile profesionale, diferitele cursuri de
specializare si formare continud in domeniul
biblioteconomic si, de ce nu, pedagogic,
reprezintd doar doud dintre surse. Dar ceea ce este
definitoriu pentru ca bibliotecarul din invatamant,
in general, si din cel preuniversitar, in special, sa
aiba competentele necesare cerintelor actuale de
educare si formare este educatia sa continua.
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Abstract

The article establishes the important place of pupils’
information and documentation competencies in the
complex educational process set up through the
national pre-university curriculum. In the same time,
there are presented the specialists in information and
documentation in the Romanian pre-university system
librarian/publisher/documentalist/ documentalist
teacher — with the purpose to underline their
educational and training role in creating key-
competencies in the education and training process.
The author aims to investigate the school library
system in Romania for two decades (1990-2010),
establish the professional and educational status of
librarian in a pre-university educational unit, as well as
the educational role of librarians emphasized both by
services and documentation products, as well as
through other activities which define the concepts of
information science and information literacy.
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Introduction

At the level of the education system in
Romania, pupils’ training for information and
documentation represents an essential element for
the development of their cognitive capacities and
abilities regarding the 8 key competencies of the
training and education process, included into the
national education curriculum. The education
quality depends — to a greater extent — on the
development of the pupils’ information and
documentation competencies (creation of the
reading abilities and intellectual work techniques;
the creation of the abilities to identify, localize,
evaluate and use honestly information), as well as
the teachers’ support in their didactical training.
The competency to learn how to learn, digital
competencies and use of information technology
as an instrument for training and knowledge,
features of information literacy and digital
literacy represents challenges for the specialist in

information and documentation science —
librarian/publisher/  documentalist (1) and
documentalist teacher (2) - in the info-

documentary structures integrated into the pre-
university education system. (3) This way, these
should be oriented both to the direct beneficiaries
of the education-training process (pupils) and
teachers, in order to an efficient valorization of the
info-documentary  patrimony, both through
information and documentation services and
products. As a consequence, the potential
beneficiaries of the reading and cultural act are
conditioned by two very important factors: the
info-documentary structure itself and the human
resources.

Taking into consideration these two premises,
we intend, on one hand, to investigate a info-
documentary structure which supports the
educational process in Romania, at the level of the
pre-university education system-the school library
- for two decades (1990-2010), and, on the other
hand, to emphasize the importance of librarians
who work in a pre-university education unit, in the
educational and training process.

Library schools in Romania between 1990
and 2010

School library should have a special role in
each pupil’s education, as it represents, most of
the times, the first contact of the pupil with a great
number of books and with reading, as well.

The specific legislation sets the place and role
of the library in the Romanian pre-university
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educational system: the school library is
integrated in the process of training, formation
and education (4), it is organized in the framework
of an education institution and it is mostly at the
disposal of pupils and teachers in the above
mentioned institution. It is also mentioned its
double status, both school and public library,
under the circumstances shown by the law and the
regulations for library organization (5).

School library, as the majority of the
education and training institutions, met, after
1989, the reform “effervescence”.

The period between 1990 and 2010 is marked
by the continuous work of the specialists in library

science, mostly in order to develop a national
library system, but the effects of this work were
visible mostly after 2005, as a consequence of
numerous changes which marked the educational
system, generally, and especially the library
science system.

After 1989, school libraries met decline times
(6), shown by the statistical data of the period
under survey, 1990-2010, referring to the number
of libraries (see Figure 1), the number of readers
(see Figure 2), as well as the activity of the school
libraries from the perspective of the frequency
index (see Figure 3).

Unfortunately, some of the conclusions
shown by different studies done in order to
improve the activities developed in the school
library underline a situation unfavourable for this
institution. The surveys after 1995 upon the rural
educational system bring also important data
about the school library condition. The condition
of the Romanian educational system and the
school library at the beginning of the third
millennium is reflected in two diagnosis-surveys,
considered to be relevant: From poverty to rural
development (7) and The rural educational system
in Romania (8). After the two surveys upon the
rural educational system and upon the library
activity, as essential element in the educational
process, there was initiated since 1998, The
programme for the revival of the rural
educational system (9).

From educational and library perspective, we
speak about the results of the survey The rural
educational system in Romania, relevant for the
condition of the rural educational system at the
beginning of the 21st century, in general, and
especially for the school library. According to the
survey, in 1999, only half of the pre-university
educational unities in the whole country used to
have school libraries (9,588 libraries). The survey
regarding the identification of the educational
unities in the rural area which were endowed with
school libraries and the evaluation of the volumes
number underlined the fact that at the level of
1999, the presence of the school library was
confirmed in two thirds (65.7%) of the schools in
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the rural area (one third of the primary schools
and almost 95% of the other types of school
unities), meanwhile in the post secondary schools,
the proportion of the school library was 87% (10).
As regarding the library size, there was noticed
that half of schools used to own more than 1,000
volumes (11).

The legislative documents and initiatives
elaborated until 2003 (12), including real positive
changes regarding the status of the library and
librarian in the Romanian educational system,
have not managed to transform this institution and
integrate into the educational and training system.

In spite of the fact that, there took place
important achievements in the legislative
documents referring to library science and its role
in society and the educational system, as well, at
the level of the year 2003, school libraries used to
be in a serious disadvantage both at international
and national level. The most recent known official
document regarding the condition of the libraries
in the pre-university educational system (13)
worked out under the care of the National
Education Library Council (CNBI) and presented
in the assembly of this council, in December 2005
underline their situation at the end of 2003: an
obsolete info-documentary patrimony;
discrepancy in the purchases allocation; lack of
specialist in information science and uneven
allocation of the positions; reduced staff costs;
school library automation in an incipient stage;
the documents in free access to shelf represent
only 39 %, etc. (14)
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Unfortunately, this condition of the school
libraries in 2003, can also be met, under many
circumstances in 2010. The statistics regarding the
libraries in the Romanian pre-university system
show the alarming decay of the school library
number, beginning with 1990 (see Figure 1). Only
compared to 1999, their number decreased with
11.16%!

Library science specialists have underlined
the dramatic situation of the low number of the
school libraries, fact with serious consequences
upon the pre-university educational system. The
initiatives and the involvement of the specialists in
national and international projects, in the
legislation initiatives regarding library science,
especially, underline their responsibility for the
library’s important role in the educational system.
In new Law of National Education (Law no.
1/2011), the library science specialists’
involvement was essential for the rules as
regarding the role of the library in the educational
process. Library science issue, both at the level of
academic level and the pre-universitary level
benefit from actual approachments at European
level, in order to form educated and responsible
citizens for the community.

Actual legislation aspects

According to the Library Law no. 334/2002 in
Romania, re-published and amended, corroborated
with the Law of National Education from January

2011, school libraries have the following
characteristics:
» they are included in the training,

formation and education programme;

» have the mission to provide to all the
members of the community education services,
books and other sources which develop the critical
reflection and allow the use of information
effectively, no matter its form and support;

» develop key-competencies of the national
curriculum for the primary and secondary school:

® competencies for awareness and
cultural expression;

competency to learn how to learn;
social and civic competencies;

® digital competencies for using

information technology as an

instrument for education and
knowledge;

» transmit  knowledge and  develop

competencies through non-formal and informal

education;

» organize
activities.

In June 2011, after almost 11 years from the
settlement of the information and documentation
centres (CDI), there were proposed common
regulations for the two info-documentary
structures in the Romanian pre-university system
The Rules for organization and function of the
school libraries and the information and
documentation centres (15). According to these
Rules “in the pre-university educational units
there are organized and function info-
documentary  structures:  information  and
documentation centres or school libraries”, and at
the level of an educational unit there cannot be
organized and will not function both info-
documentary structures (16). Further on, the rules
are approved by OMECTS no. 5556/07.10.2011
and, thus, it becomes the first legislative document
regarding the two info-documentary structures
existing in the Romanian pre-university system. In
the same time, school library, together with the
information and documentation centres is
involved now more explicitly in the documentary
policy.

The present Rules for organization and
function of the school libraries and information
and documentation centres includes provisions
adapted to the new international trends in the
educational system and library science and they
aim: create the information competencies for
pupils;  pupils’ participation to  different
educational and cultural programmes in the
framework of the local/national/international
partnerships; plan the school library activity for a
semester or a school year. Thus, among the school
librarian responsibilities, there are provisioned:

» elaborate and display the library internal
regulations (ROI), as well as the activity plan;

» counseling in order to use technology;

» manage the documentary collection and
ensure its security through the utilization of the
school surveillance systems;

» promote the documentary stock and the
library resources by compiling documentary
folders, foldings, presentation films, lists of
publications, bloggs.

In the same time, school librarians should
cooperate with teachers, in order to support some
educational  objectives, as the following:
formation of the autonomous personality and

school and extracurricula
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lifelong learning; develop key-competencies
(competency “to learn how to learn”, digital
competency, communication competencies in
Romanian, as well as in the native language and in
other foreign languages) s.a.

Through annex no.2 of the Rules, the
legislator provides a “benchmark of the students
info-documentary =~ competencies” in  the
framework of the elaboration and implementation
of a local strategy for digital literacy (17) and the
formation of the information literacy (18) to the
pupils (19).

Though these “benchmarks” are exemplified
for the information and documentation centres,
these can represent a guidance in the documentary
policy of the school library, as there is also
provisioned in the legislative document. We
underline the detailed presentation of the
information and documentation competencies for
the pupils, approached according to the 8 fields
and sub-fields of the competency for the
information literacy:

» knowledge about:

® info-documentary structures;

e different types of documents;

® instruments for access to information
(catalogues, bibliographies, indexes,
software  for the  automated
management of the documentary
stack, databases), means of access to

information from a document
(summary, index, title, subtitle,
chapter, sub-chapter, etc.),
multimedia instruments for the

access to information on digital
support, principles of function for
different browsers;
define the research subject and define
the issue;
select the documents corresponding to
the subject under research;
gather the documents corresponding to
the subject under research;
communicate  information
different aspects;
evaluate information, stages of research
and the result (product) of research.

In the same time, school libraries collaborate
with other similar institutions in order to work out
educative and cultural projects which involve
information and documentation  activities,

under

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stimulation of pupils’ interest for reading, increase
of the quality of the educational and training
process, stimulate pupils and teachers creativity,
exchange ideas between teachers working in
different schools, stimulate research in schools,
make the parents and community aware about the
quality of the work developed by pupils and
teachers, model the capacity to recognize and
observe the authentical moral and cultural values.

Role in education
According to the Romanian specific
legislation in force (library law, education law,

different methodologies, etc), school library
should have three main objectives:
» pedagogical objectives (support in

achieving the school tasks; guide and initiate
pupils in intellectual work techniques; develop the
habit to read; formation and encouragement of the
critical and self-critical spirit);

» cultural objectives (develop the taste for
beauty; form — in stages — a value system; form
and encourage autonomy in the intellectual work
technique);

» social objectives (learn life rules in
community, formation of the civic spirit).

In the same time, the activities developed in a
library should take into consideration the
following aspects:

» its role in supporting the didactical
activity;

» specific
teenagers);

» complexity of the activities developed by
the librarian.

From the perspective of the target public,
school library has many features of the library for
children and teenagers. We are speaking about an
info-documentary structure included into the
educational system, space where books and
reading represent a defining element, but, which,
in the same time addresses to a specific public
(children, teenagers) with different information
needs and expectations. From the library science
point of view ,the library destined to this public
and integrated in the educational and training
process should observe and achieve the same tasks
as the other public libraries (from the purchase of
publications up to the organization and services
for public). In the same time, this structure should

target public (children and
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provide to users information services and
documentary products, according to the requests
of the educational process and to observe, as much
as possible, the psycho-pedagogical, age and
education level particularities, as well as pupils
individual interests and aspirations.

Unlike the classes, which represent an area of
formal education par excellence, library school is
an alternative for the conventional teaching. Area
of the activities in the curricula and exterior to
curricula, school library represents a place for
both non-formal and informal education.

The responsibilities of a school librarian
should take into consideration clear objectives and
to develop in an organized manner, according to a
plan of activities set up at the beginning of school
year, adapted to the public, etc. The approach to
put them into practice is difficult, in the absence
of serious library science and pedagogical
knowledge.

Unlike other types of libraries (public
libraries or from the academic system), in the
school library there is only one person responsible
with all their activities, programmes and services
provided to users. The activity of the librarian is
especially complex: from their management of the
school library-including purchase, record and
processing of documents, information services
and even documentary services (traditional or
automated catalogue, subject bibliographies) — up
to activities for promoting and pedagogical
activities (guidance and reading encouragement,
cultural activities, initiation in the intellectual
work techniques, etc.) (20).

The pattern of the school library and
implicitly of the school librarian is important for
every person, as the info-documentary structures
in the pre-university system represents, for many
of us, the first meeting with reading and can also
represent the first representation of the cultural
act.

Generally, every school librarian can
demonstrate his/ her role in education, and
especially in the non- formal education, as well,
through:
information services;
elaborate documentary products;
leadership role;
orientation and reading encouragement;
ability to research and use information;
collaboration with teachers;

» activity to promote and marketing, as
well;

> evaluation of services and activities, etc.

In order to achieve the educational objectives
set through the national curriculum and based on
the curriculum at school decision, through the
school documentary policy, school libraries
provide documentary products and services to
their users. Even from the first meeting with the
potential users, school librarians provide
information by presenting the library space, the
library collection and the opportunities for
accessing the documentary stack.

Among the wusual services provided by a
contemporary school library, we mention the
following (21):
guidance in information retrieval;
initiation in documentary research;
reading in the lecture room;
research and bibliographic references;
copy documents;
listen to music;
lend video, CD-s, DVD-s;
access to Internet;
services for files sharing (Twitter, for
example);

> socialization services (based on web 2.0
instruments as: blogs, Facebook);

> cultural activities;

» lending services;

» inter-library loan.

Documentary services presented in the school
library are generally known, under the name of
instruments for access to information: library
catalogues, subject bibliographies, databases,
indexes, documentary files, press review press
files, documentary syntheses, library web pages
s.a.

Leadership role of the school librarian is
emphasized by his/ her competencies to teach both
pupils and teachers the manners and ways to find
the best materials for their information and
documentation needs. The American library
science literature is mentioned the fact that the
easy browsing on the Internet and research of
scientific databases should be achieved as easy as
the research of information in the printed
materials (22). Unfortunately, in Romania the
infrastructure is missing and also the staff in the
school libraries is not prepared for such services.

VVVVVVVYVYY
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The most well-known mission of the school
librarian is that to orientate and encourage pupils
in reading, as there are great difficulties in this
matter in the era of the new technologies, Internet
and the mobile phone. Thus, the present specialist
in information and documentation should have the
ability to choose the books which are interesting
for a certain user, so he or she preserves the habit
to read on term.

Among these abilities, school librarians
should know how to search and use information
not only for himself/herself, but also to teach both
pupils and teachers to find it in an efficient
manner. The British library science literature uses
beginning with the 90’s (23) the concept of
“information literacy” (24) regarding the users’
training in order to teach them how to survive
where information is in a continuous change,
where technologies and information sources
increase in number amazingly rapid (25).

No matter what terms one uses for the same
notion — the guidance made by the librarian, user’s
training, bibliographical guidance, training in
information science or techniques for intellectual
work-the purpose is the same: to teach public how
to find, evaluate and wuse effectively the
information and documentation resources, in a
responsible manner. Thus, information literacy
allow to a person (pupil, teacher) to become an
independent, active, competent and ethical
(honest) information user (26). In USA, school
librarians help the pupils to learn how to use the
online references and maintain them up-to-date
with the new tendencies (27), thus, users can
preserve their abilities. In the same time, school
librarians meet users’ needs, by providing them
useful and relevant references.

From our point of view, the most important
challenge for any school librarian is the
cooperation with teachers. School librarians have
the mission to attract teachers, in order to support
the library programme. In the same time, they
attract users, meaning teachers and pupils, through
different marketing activities: from he simple
advertising with information about the library
services, signals for different cultural activities
(developed by school or in the community) lists
including new entries in the library, lists with
subject bibliographies referring to certain subjects
in the curriculum or provided by teachers, meeting
with pupils in the supervision classes, in order to
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remember them permanently that there is another
trainer to whom they may appeal with trust to
make their projects, papers, portofolio, etc.

By using the online catalogues which lead to
the identification of the resources and many times
provide partially access (through the abstracts, by
the presentation of chapters, by presentation of the
summary and other elements to identify the
document) to the document content, librarians can
inform themselves in order to make a bibliography
or a requested activity, or to make the own
catalogues (28).

The online catalogue can be an instrument in
orientating librarians for purchase. Other
electronic products can be an important resource
in bringing up-to-date librarian’s knowledge:
library presentation page (variants: website, site,
web page), for example. The requests on the web
page of the National Library of Romania, county
libraries, professional associations can lead to the
development of the information area of each
specialist, opening gates to the novelties in the
information and documentation science, to
information and documentation services which
can be adapted to the specific features of a certain
library and also to pertinent information and
documentation sources.

School librarians can explain and exemplify
what is s bibliographical description, which is its
role in the bibliographical references, how there
can be “taken out” from a document the
component elements of the bibliographical
records, according to the library science standards
in the force (29).

There is necessary that librarians or teachers
in charge with the services for public in a school
library adapt their work to the specific needs of
their users, thus their educational role is to be seen
by every pupil. The development of the proposed
activity through this info-documentary structure
should be considered from schedule to space, in
order to help effectively the pupils. Thus, it is
necessary that the services and products meet the
achievement of the pedagogical, cultural and
social objectives. The limitation to well-known
services — lending, access to the traditional or
automated catalogue, access to Internet, reading in
the lecture room the reference material, guidance
to a certain lecture — in an inhostable and
unfriendly area, can lead but to “lose” the
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potential users and certainly not to their training
as long life readers!

Librarians can also inform themselves about
the novelties in the school library science,
information and documentation through other
means than those provided by the teacher’s house.
The professional associations, different long life
courses in library science and in teaching, as well,
represent only two of the resources. But, long life
training should be the characteristic for librarians
in the educational system, in general, and
especially for the pre-university librarians, in
order to have the necessary competencies and
meet the actual information and training requests.

Articolul analizeazd relatia dintre lectura i scoala.
Autoarea precizeazd competentele lectoriale,
obiectivele programei scolare §i cerintele generale ale
subiectelor de bacalaureat de la proba scrisd de Limba
si literatura romana. Sunt analizate si tipurile de lectura
ale elevilor: lectura scolara, lectura obligatorie, lectura
suplimentara, lectura de loisir, lectura informationala si
lectura utilitara.
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Scoala rdmane mediul universal de intdlnire
cu lectura. De aceea, cooperarea dintre orice
structurd documentard si scoald este absolut
necesard, ceea ce Inseamnd ca societatea, in
ansamblul ei, 1si asumd sarcina de a-i asigura
copilului acces la educatie, fara a lasa ca acest
drept fundamental sa fie stirbit de conditiile din
familia de origine a copilului.

Scoala este un mediu care poate fi controlat,
in care se poate impune vointa educativd a
societatii. Trebuie sd subliniem, cu toatd puterea,
importanta scolii si rolul ei esential in formarea
copiilor si a tinerilor. in acelasi timp, trebuie si
fim constienti de faptul cd nu existd sistem
educational perfect, iar scoala, ca institutie, nu
este o rezolvare universald a tuturor problemelor
legate de educatie.

Functia unei structuri documentare (mai ales
a bibliotecilor scolare si a centrelor de
documentare si informare scolare) este tocmai
aceea de a sprijini §i chiar de a corecta procesul
educativ desfasurat in scoala si in familie.

Competentele lectoriale integreazd, in egala
masurd, cunostinte, capacitati si aptitudini care nu
se limiteaza la un domeniu disciplinar.

Obiectivele principale propuse de programele
scolare, indiferent de aria curriculara, sunt:

- definirea termenilor de baza (se urmareste
reproducerea cat mai fidela a termenilor);

- utilizarea termenilor simpli in contexte
cunoscute (se exerseazd prin texte lacunare sau
prin Intrebdri cu raspuns scurt);

- utilizarea termenilor de baza in situatii noi
(presupune construirea de texte pornind de la o
lista de termeni dati; se urmareste coerenta si
corectitudine textelor);

- utilizarea, In scris, a termenilor comuni mai
multor discipline si proprii unui anumit domeniu
(este un obiectiv foarte important deoarece
limbajul de specialitate face parte din limbajul
general);

- selectarea termenilor din texte suplimentare
si din informatii mass-media (stimuleaza
identificarea termenilor);

- selectarea faptelor specifice esentiale si
conceptualizarea lor (1).

Analiza, in paralel, a cerintelor din
programele scolare romanesti legate de lectura si a
situatiei din alte tdri poate explica, Tn mare
masurd, rezultatele dezamadgitoare obtinute la
evaluari precum PISA  (Programme  for
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International Student Assessment = Programul
pentru Evaluarea Internationala a Elevilor).
Acest program este un studiu international initiat
in 1997 de OECD (Organisation for Economic Co
-operation and Development = Organizatia
pentru Cooperare Economica si Dezvoltare) cu
scopul de a evalua sistemele de invatamant din
intreaga lume, o data la trei ani, prin evaluarea
competentelor elevilor de 15 ani, acoperind trei
domenii principale: lecturd/citire, matematica si
stiinte (2). In Romania competentele de lecturd
raman incd preponderent limitate Tn jurul codului
lingvistic; prea putin se dezvoltd competentele
legate de interpretarea eticd, estetica, filosofica
etc. Cand acestea sunt amintite (implicit sau
explicit) ele sunt considerate, de fapt, tot o
problema ce tine de registrul limbii. Lectura nu
este vdzuta ca un proces de comunicare, in care
participantii, cititor si autor, realizeaza, prin
intermediul textului, o secventd de acte de
comunicare.

Daca analizam strict lectura elevilor, se
impun urmatoarele tipuri:

1. lectura scolara

Lectura manualului e prima pe care o face un
elev si, uneori, unica. Un copil de liceu trebuie sa
inteleagd manualul, de aceea, de cele mai multe
ori, avanseaza cu lectura pand unde il duce acesta.
fn Romania nu exista programe speciale in scoald
pentru cei cu probleme de citit. Astfel ca, daca un
elev citeste prea incet si nu intelege, este destinat
esecului scolar.

2. lectura obligatorie

Acum, in fnvatdmantul liceal romanesc, nu
mai existd opere obligatorii pentru toti elevii, ci
doar teme de discutie si cativa autori (,autori
canonici”). La clasele I-IV nu existd nicio opera
obligatorie, iar la clasele V-VIII exista anumiti
autori recomandati Tn programele scolare, dar
profesorul este liber sa aleagd alte texte. Important
este ca elevul sd invete diferite specii literare,
figuri de stil si sa studieze fragmente din operele
scriitorilor clasici ai literaturii roméane.

3. lectura suplimentara

Unul dintre obiectivele programei scolare este
lectura suplimentard, dar nu existd o listd, o
bibliografie ,,obligatorie”. Fiecare profesor decide
ce vor studia elevii ca lectura suplimentard. De
altfel, Tn manuale exista, la sfarsitul capitolelor, o
bibliografie (,.fisier bibliografic”), dar si cateva
texte interpretate care contin §i exercitii. Spre
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exemplu, Tn manualul de clasa a XII-a (autori
Marin Iancu si Alis Popa, Editura Corint, 2007), la
tema ,,Imaginarul bacovian. De la simbolism la
modernism”, la lecturd suplimentard autorii le
sugereazd elevilor douda poezii de George
Bacovia: ,,Alb” si ,,Negru”. Fisierul bibliografic
cuprinde o listd cu autori si carti despre Bacovia:
Ion Caraion - ,Bacovia. Sfarsitul continuu”, V.
Fanache - ,Bacovia. Ruptura de utopia
romantica”. In manualul de clasa a XI-a (autori
Marin Iancu si Ion Balu, Editura Corint, 2007), la
tema ,,Eminescu — ultimul mare romantic”, lectura
suplimentara este poezia ,Peste varfuri”, iar
fisierul bibliografic contine opere ale criticilor: D.
Caracostea — ,,Arta cuvantului la Eminescu”, G.
Calinescu — ,,Opera lui Mihai Eminescu”, T.
Vianu — ,,Poezia lui Eminescu”. In manualul de
clasa a X-a (autori Adrian Costache, Florin Ionita
si Adrian Sadvoiu, Grupul Editorial Art, 2007), la
tema ,Basmul cult” sugestiile pentru lectura
suplimentara sunt: Mircea FEliade — ,De la
Zalmoxis la Genghis-Han”; Jean Chevalier, Alain
Gheerbrant — ,Dictionar de simboluri, I-III;
Andrei Oisteanu - ,,Grddina de dincolo.
Comentarii mitologice la basmul Harap-Alb”;
Mircea Eliade — ,La tigdnci’; Ion Creangd —
~Povestea lui Stan Patitul”; ,Epopeea lui
Ghilgames”. Interesantd este modalitatea de a
introduce aceste lecturi suplimentare Tn manual:
inaintea listei cu operele recomandate, autorii
mentioneaza: ,,iti recomandam cateva scrieri (...)
care au legaturd cu problemele discutate Tn acest
capitol. Citindu-le, ai putea obtine argumente pro
sau contra ipotezei prezentate in paginile de mai
sus”(3).

4. lectura de loisir

Gustul pentru lecturd se formeazd in timp:
intdi auzi (ti se citeste), apoi parcurgi tu insuti
textul, trecind, gradat, de la litera la silaba, apoi la
text, ca ultimul pas sa fie lectura romanelor pentru
adulti. Inci din perioada adolescentei un bun
cititor este acela care citeste doud carti pe luna.
Odata cu explozia revistelor pentru toate varstele,
copiii si adolescentii, in special, au tendinta de a
inlocui lectura de carte cu cea de revista (vezi
modelul american unde benzile desenate sunt o
adevaratd moda si sunt foarte bine cotate, si ca
lecturd si ca bani, unele fiind extrem de scumpe).
Realitatea este cd nu se poate compara o carte cu o
revistd: prima poate dezvolta intelectul, Tn timp ce
revista nu, fiind redusa ca numar de pagini si
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punidnd mai putin accent pe textul scris si mai
mult pe graficd. Cartea ajutd la dezvoltarea
capacitatilor psihice, cum ar fi memoria, gindirea,
vointa, imaginatia, afectivitatea, constiinta. Daca
pentru cei mici pozele sunt foarte importante
pentru cd ajuta la dezvoltarea imaginatiei, prezinta
elemente sau fiinte pe care nu le intilnim in
fiecare zi, aratd viziunea autorului cu privire la
evenimentul povestit si sunt un bun prilej de
pauza in lecturd, pentru un copil dupa varsta de 9-
10 ani, lectura preponderentd ar trebui sd fie
textul.

5. lectura informationala

In Romania se tine foarte putin cont de
lectura informationald. Foarte multi copii/
adolescenti care sunt, aparent, non-cititori citesc
lectura informationald pentru cd 1i intereseaza
(citesc despre sport, despre calculatoare, despre
telefoane mobile etc.). Aceasta lecturd trebuie
exploatatd si copiii trebuie Indrumati spre ea
deoarece ei pot fi atrasi de geografie, de istorie, de
politica, de muzica. O alta realitate este aceea ca
multi adolescenti, mai ales baietii, preferd sa
citeasca pe calculator. Ideal ar fi sd nu raména la
acest tip de lecturd, dar, decdt sd nu citeasca
nimic, mai bine incep cu informatii despre un
cantaret, despre anumite evenimente istorice.
Existd si adulti, foarte multi de altfel, care nu
citesc literaturd. Tocmai de aceea copiii se pot
obisnui cu enciclopediile. Un copil care este
obisnuit cu o lecturd ,,lejerd” trece mai usor la cea
de loisir decat unul care nu citeste absolut nimic.

6. lectura utilitara

Noile programe de alfabetizare UNESCO (4)
se bazeazd pe programe de lecturd utilitara. Lectii
precum ,,Hai sd Tnvatdm sa citim o retetd” sau
»Cand expird produsul” sunt foarte importante
pentru cd omul modern, inconjurat de tehnologie,
trebuie sa se descurce, de cele mai multe ori,
singur. Spre exemplu, daca mergi la magazin si
vrei sd cumperi orice produs, trebuie sa te uiti sa
vezi pentru ce e util si, foarte important, daca nu
este expirat. Esecul de lecturd utilitard duce la
analfabetism functional deoarece s-a observat ca
omul modern nu reuseste sa foloseasca scrisul in
situatii concrete (greseli frecvente si grave de
scriere, nerecunoasterea regulilor elementare de
punctuatie si de ortografie, lecturi infantile).
Astfel, se pune mare accent pe lectura
formularelor, a notei de telefon, a retetelor, a
etichetelor de pe alimente, de pe haine, a

prospectelor, a cartilor tehnice pentru obiectele
casnice. Exista programe destinate lecturii utilitare
si la biblioteci (ex. pentru citirea paginii web, a
tutorialului), fie ca lectii, fie ca explicatii din
partea bibliotecarului.

Mentionata in Nota de prezentare atit a
Programei din ciclul inferior, cat si a Programei
din ciclul superior al liceului, ca valoare
fundamentald, lectura adolescentilor ramane o
problema, evidentiatd de refuzul tot mai rezistent
al elevilor de a citi, situatie pentru care s-ar putea
oferi mai multe explicatii:

- tentatia de a Tnlocui propria lecturd cu
reprezentarea sincreticd a ecranizdrilor dupa
operele supuse discutiei;

- atractia irezistibild a jocurilor
discutiilor cu prietenii pe Internet;

- dimensiunea coplesitoare a unor opere care
descurajeaza prin faptul ca sunt cronofage, intr-o
perioada cand a petrece cateva zeci de ore pentru
lectura unui text, oricit de captivant, este un gest
anacronic, plictisitor, fara utilitate practica;

- posibilitatea de a substitui propriile impresii
de lectura cu opiniile autoritare, formulate
impecabil 1n auxiliarele de pregatire a examenului
de bacalaureat sau n referatele de pe Internet;

- dificultatile de intelegere ce decurg din
necunoasterea de catre elevi a multor cuvinte din
fondul mai vechi al limbii sau din registrul
popular ori regional, cuvinte existente in textul
operelor studiate (la autori precum: Ion Creanga,
Mihail Sadoveanu, Liviu Rebreanu, Tudor
Arghezi, Lucian Blaga, Ion Barbu, Marin Preda);

- carenta de intelegere a esentei problemelor
existentiale cu care se confruntd personajele
operelor studiate determind lipsa empatiei
cititorului adolescent de azi cu personajul al carui
destin suporta determindrile social-istorice din
secolul al XIX-lea, de la inceputul secolului al XX
-lea sau din perioada stalinista. Astfel, pot aparea
intrebari ca: ,,pentru ce sa divinizeze cineva
pamantul, atita vreme cat existd oportunitatea
traiului mult mai captivant si mai accesibil de la
oras sau de pe alte meridiane ale lumii?”, ,,de ce
sd fie un pdrinte atdt de contrariat de reactia
propriilor copii care se adapteaza mai bine la
cursul istoriei, intelegdnd cad orice se poate
transforma Tn marfa, inclusiv propria munca?”.

Asigurarea promovarii la examenul de
bacalaureat a devenit un scop in sine, dupa cum o
demonstreaza  atitudinea elevilor fatd de

sau a
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solicitarile Programei de liceu si dupa cum se
recunoaste, implicit, In unele documente emise de
Ministerul Educatiei Nationale, in care se
exacerbeaza importanta statisticilor  privind
promovabilitatea la acest examen. Astfel, pentru
multi elevi, tot ceea ce nu are directa legdtura cu
Programa examenului de bacalaureat este
neinteresantd, in afara preocupdrilor de studiu:
wPerioada veche: dimensiunea religioasd a
existentei si formarea constiintei istorice”;
,,Curentele culturale/literare 1n secolele al XVII-
lea si al XVIII-lea: Umanismul si Iluminismul”;
»Rolul literaturii 1n perioada pasoptista”;
,Roménia intre Orient si Occident”’; ,,Curente
culturale/literare: orientari avangardiste”;
»ldentitate culturald 1In context european’;
LLiteratura  aservitd ideologiei comuniste”;
,Curente culturale/literare: Postmodernismul’;
,Forme ale istoriei si criticii literare”. Subliniem
cd pentru aceste teme Programa (5) prevede
realizarea unor studii de caz sau organizarea unor
dezbateri, fard mentionarea unor parametri
minimali de continut.

Pregitirea elevilor este influentatd de
structura subiectelor de la examenul de
bacalaureat stabilitd de Serviciul National de
Evaluare si Examinare (SNEE). Subiectul de tip I
(6) se doreste a fi o valorificare a competentelor
de utilizare corecta si adecvatd a limbii romane in
receptarea §i in producerea mesajelor pentru
diferite situatii de comunicare, dar modul concret
in care sunt stabilite cerintele pe marginea textului
»la prima vedere” supus interpretarii, orienteaza
elevii spre o abordare superficiald si spre
raspunsuri schematice, valabile pentru orice text
din tipul respectiv. Formalismul si stereotipia unor
cerinte ale subiectului de tip I impiedicad evaluarea
competentelor reale ale elevului. Supunem atentiei
cateva exemple ,,formale”: ,,Explica rolul cratimei
in structura .....”; ,,Mentioneaza doua teme/motive
literare din textul dat”; ,llustreaza cu exemple
doua trasdturi ale genului epic/liric/dramatic”;
»Mentioneazd doud marci lexico-gramaticale ale
lirismului subiectiv/ale prezentei eului liric”;
»llustreazd cu doud trasdturi apartenenta textului
dat la Simbolism/Romantism/Modernism’;
~Mentioneaza tipul de perspectivd/narator din
textul dat”.

Subiectul de tip II (7) presupune realizarea
unui text argumentativ pe o temd data, pornind de
la o opinie citatd. Acest subiect poate stimula
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creativitatea elevilor si poate fi o modalitate
eficienta de verificare a capacitdtii de abordare
flexibila §i nuantatd a opiniillor $i a
rationamentelor celorlalti si de verificare a
reprezentdrilor culturale dobandite pe parcursul
liceului. Riscul major poate surveni din utilizarea
formald a conectorilor specifici textului
argumentativ pentru a obtine punctajul aferent si
din preluarea unor clisee lingvistice din mass-
media ori din formularea unor idei false sau
adevaruri evidente 1n loc de exemple
demonstrative, la care se adaugd substitutia intre
idee si exemple demonstrative.

Subiectul de tip III (8) solicita realizarea unui
eseu structurat sau nestructurat prin care se
urmdreste verificarea capacitdtii elevului de a
interpreta un autor/o operd studiatd, dintr-o
programd minimald de 17 ,autori canonici”,
pentru care se recomanda un text reprezentativ ce
poate fi incadrat intr-una din speciile literare
mentionate (basm cult, nuvela, roman, comedie,
drama modernd), Intr-o tipologie de tipul subiectiv
-obiectiv sau modern-traditional, intr-un curent
cultural/literar (Romantism, Simbolism, Realism,
Modernism, Traditionalism, Neomodernism) sau
intr-o epoca literard (Pasoptistd, Epoca marilor
clasici, Interbelica, Postbelica). Trei dintre cele
patru cerinte ale eseului structurat sunt orientate
nu atat spre interpretarea operei alese, cat spre a
demonstra cunoasterea unor concepte
operationale: incipit, final, relatii de opozitie si de
simetrie, perspectivd narativa, tehnicd narativa,
cronotopul operei, imaginar - poetic, elemente de
recurentd, elemente de prozodie. Asa se poate
explica solutia aleasa de multi candidati:
memorarea unor comentarii gata facute.
Conditionarea acordarii a 14 puncte din totalul de
30 pentru redactarea eseului dacd se respecta
incadrarea 1n limitele de 2-3 pagini sau 600-900
de cuvinte ridicd o altd problemd: dacd aceasta
limitare se poate respecta in cazul textelor epice
sau dramatice, nu aceeasi situatie exista in cazul
eseului aplicat asupra unui text poetic din creatia
lui George Bacovia, Lucian Blaga, Tudor Arghezi,
Ion Barbu, Nichita Stanescu, 1n conditiile in care
autorii respectivi nu au fost studiati monografic, ci
printr-un singur text, dupd cum stabileste
Programa. Realizarea unui eseu de minim 2
pagini (600 de cuvinte) poate fi pentru unii
absolventi de la profilul real sau tehnic, o
dificultate insurmontabild pe care o inving doar in
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modul mentionat mai sus, adicd prin memorarea
comentariului realizat de o persoand autorizata —
profesorul de la clasa sau autorul de manuale.

Se constata, astfel, ca declarata necesitate de
stimulare a lecturii si a gandirii autonome,
reflexive si critice, este spulberata de structura
subiectelor propuse la examenul de bacalaureat,
subiecte care permit raspunsuri stereotipe sau
memorate.

Devine tot mai evidentd necesitatea
restructurdrii, atdt a programei de limba si
literatura romana, cat si a manualelor, tindnd cont
de asteptarile societatii fatd de aceastd disciplina,
de obiectivele generale si specifice care sa
genereze competentele solicitate de realitatea
secolului al XXI-lea.

Tindnd cont de coordonatele realitdtii
secolului al XXI-lea, devine evident necesara
stabilirea unui numar de valori contemporane.
Este necesard mentinerea In programa scolara a
unor autori — coloane de sustinere a edificiului
literar romanesc — pe care elevii actuali nu-i mai
,»gustd” prin operele incluse in manualele scolare.
Pot fi alese alte texte sau se poate alege o alta
»cheie” de lectura si interpretare. E drept ca aici
functioneazd ,conventionalitatea si  inertia
psihologicd” de care vorbea Eugen Negrici, ce ii
impinge atdt pe autorii de manuale, cat si pe
profesorii care predau la clasd sau examineaza la
bacalaureat, spre aceleasi texte pe care ei le
cunosc mai bine.

Implicarea mai activa a elevului n procesul
de interpretare a operei propuse poate fi o
modalitate de sporire a interesului pentru lectura
prin stabilirea unor parametrii noi de interpretare,
pentru a scoate la vedere alte dimensiuni ale
realitatii artistice cunoscute. Este, ceea ce Eugen
Negrici numea ,,lectura revelatorie” ca metoda de
descoperire a placerii de a citi: ,,Pe scurt, a
interpreta Tnseamnad, pentru noi, a descoperi intr-
un mesaj alte mesaje; inseamnd strdpungerea
«continutului manifest» (amagitor si dezamagitor
adesea) pentru revelarea «continutului latent»
dincolo si, uneori, impotriva vointei autorului ca
forma sd fie Inteleasd si consumatd asa cum a
produs-o el”(9).
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School continues to be the general
environment  where to  meet  reading.
Consequently, the cooperation between every
documentary structure and school is absolutely
necessary, and that means that society, in the
whole, assumes the responsibility to assure to the
child access to education, without permitting this
fundamental right to be diminished by the
circumstances in the child’s family.

School is an environment which can be
controlled and where the educational intention of
society is possible to be imposed. We must
underline very clearly the importance of school
and its essential role in educating children and
youngsters. In the same time, we must be aware
about the fact there is not perfect, and school, as
an institution, it is not a general answer for all the
issues connected with education.

The function of a documentary structure
(mostly  school libraries and the school
information and documentation centres) is
precisely to support and correct the educational
process in school and in the family.

Reading abilities include, equally,
knowledge, capacities and abilities which are not
limited to a matter.

The main objectives proposed by the school
curricula, no matter the subject, are the following:

- define the basic terms (there is pursued the
most appropriate reproduction of terms);

- use the simple terms in a well-known
framework (it is practiced by short texts or by
questions with short answers);

- use the fundamental terms in new situations
(it assumes the construction of new texts,
beginning with a list of given terms; it is pursued
the coherence and the correctness of the texts);

- use, in writing, the terms common to
various matters and specific to a certain field (it is
very important because the special language is
included into the general language);

- select the terms from supplementary texts
and mass-media information (it stimulates the
identification of terms);

- select the essential
conceptualization (1).

The parallel analysis of the requests from the
Romanian curricula connected with reading and
the situation in other countries can explain, to a
great extent, the disappointing results at surveys
like PISA (Programme for International Student
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Assessment). This programme is an international
survey initiated in 1997 by OECD (Organisation
for Economic Co-operation and Development)
with the purpose to evaluate the educational
systems in the whole world, once at three years,
by evaluating the competencies for the 15 years
old students, covering three main subjects:
reading, mathematics and science. In Romania,
the reading abilities are mainly limited to the
linguistical code; the competencies connected
with the ethical, aesthetical and philosophical etc
expound are developed too little. When these are
mentioned (implicitly and explicitly), they are
considered, in fact, still a problem connected with
the language aspects. Reading is not seen as a
communication process, where the participants,
reader and author, achieve, through the text, a
sequence of the communication act.

If we analyse strictly the students’ reading,
there are the following types:

1. school reading

The textbook reading is the first for a child
and, sometimes, the only reading. A student in
high school should understand the text book and
that is why, many times, he/she progresses with
reading up to this level. In Romania, there are not
special curricula for students with reading
problems. Thus, if a student reads to slow or he/
she does not understand, he/she is destined to the
school failure.

2. compulsory reading

Nowadays, in the Romanian educational
system, there are not anymore compulsory works
to be read by all students, but only subjects for
discussion and some authors (,,canonical
authors”). There is no compulsory reading for the
1st-4th grade, and there are some authors
recommended by the school curricula for the 5-th
grades, but the teacher is free to choose other
texts. It is important for the student to learn
different literary species, figures of speech and
study fragments from Romanian literature
classical writers.

3. supplementary reading

One of the targets of the curriculum is the
supplementary reading, but there is not an
,obligatory” bibliography. Each teacher decides
what the students would study as supplementary
reading. Otherwise, there is a bibliography in the
textbooks, at the end of the chapters
(,,bibliographic file”), as well as some interpreted

texts including exercises. For example, in the 12th
grade textbook (authors Marin lancu and Alis
Popa, Corint Publishing House, 2007), for the
topic ,,The imaginary aspects at the poet Bacovia.
From symbolism to modernism”, for the
supplementary reading, the authors suggest two
poems by George Bacovia: ,,Alb” (,,White”) and
~Negru”  (,,Black”). The bibliographic file
includes a list with authors and books about
Bacovia: Ion Caraion »Bacovia. Sfarsitul
continuu”, V. Fanache — ,Bacovia. Ruptura de
utopia romantica”. In the 11th grade textbook
(authors Marin Iancu and Ion Balu, Corint
Publishing House, 2007), for the topic ,,Eminescu
— ultimul mare romantic” (,,Eminescu — the last
great romantic”) , the supplementary reading is
the poem ,Peste varfuri” (,,Over the treetops”),
and the bibliographic file includes works of the
critics: D. Caracostea — ,Arta cuvantului la
Eminescu”, G. Cilinescu — ,,Opera lui Mihai
Eminescu”, T. Vianu — ,,Poezia lui Eminescu”. In
the 10th grade textbook (authors Adrian Costache,
Florin Ionitd and Adrian Savoiu, Grupul Editorial
Art, 2007), for the subject ,,Basmul cult” (,,The
cult fairytale”), the suggestions for the
supplementary reading are the following: Mircea
Eliade — ,.De la Zalmoxis la Genghis-Han”; Jean
Chevalier, Alain Gheerbrant — ,Dictionar de
simboluri, I-III”’; Andrei Oisteanu — ,,Gradina de
dincolo. Comentarii mitologice la basmul Harap-
Alb”; Mircea Eliade — ,,La tiganci”; Ion Creanga —
~Povestea lui Stan Patitul”; ,Epopeea lui
Ghilgames”. It is interesting the manner to
introduce these supplementary reading in the
textbook: before the list with the recommended
works, the authors mention: ,,we recommend you
some works (...) which are connected with the
issued presented this chapter. By reading them,
you can get pro or against reasons for the above
mentioned hypothesis.”(3).

4. loisir reading

The disposition for reading is formed in time:
first, you hear (someone reads for you), then, you
yourself run through the text, passing gradually
from letter to syllable, then to the text, and the last
step to be the reading of novels for adult people.
Even from the adolescence, a good reader is
considered to be that person who reads two books
per month. Alongside with the explosion of the
magazines for all ages, children and teenagers
have the tendency to replace the books reading
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with the magazines reading (see the American
model, where the comics are in fashion and they
are very well seen, both as reading and price,
some of them are very expensive). Actually,
books cannot be compared to magazines: books
can develop the intellect, meanwhile the magazine
does not, as it is reduced as number of pages and
emphasizing less the written text, but more on
graphic. Books support the development of the
psychical capacities, as the memory, thinking,
will, imagination, inventivity and conscience. If
for the small children pictures are very important,
as they support the development of imagination,
by presenting creatures not to be seen ever day
and show the authors’ vision about the event, they
are also a good opportunity for a reading break,
for a child elder than 9-10 years, the text should
be the main reading.

5. information reading

Information reading is not taken into
consideration in Romania. Many children/
teenagers who are, apparently non-readers, read
information as they are interested in (they read
about sport, computers, mobile phones etc.). We
should make a capital out of this type of reading
and children/students should be encouraged to do
this, as they can be attracted to geography, history,
politics or music. Some other aspects refer to the
fact that many teenagers, mostly boys, prefer to
read on the computer. It is perfect if they do not
limit their reading at this type, but, it’s preferable
than not to read anything; better they start with
information about a singer or some historical
events. There are also adults, actually many of
them, who do not read literature. Precisely for this
reason, children become familiar  with
encyclopedias. A child who is accustomed to a
,light” reading passes more easily to loisir than
one who reads absolutely nothing.

6. the utilitarian reading

The new UNESCO programmes for
alphabetization (4) are based on programmes of
utilitarian reading. Lessons like ,,Let’s learn how
to read a recipe” or ,,When this product ends” are
very important because the modern, surrounded
by technology, many times should manage by his/
her own. For example, if one goes to the shop and
wants to buy any product, one should read what
this product is useful for and, very important, if
that product is not ended. The failure of the
utilitarian ~ reading leads to  functional
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analphabetism as it has been noticed that the
modern people does not manage to use writing is
concrete situations (frequent and serious writing
errors, lack of knowledge as regarding the simple
rules of punctuation, orthography and infantile
reading). Thus, there is emphasized the reading of
forms, telephone bill, recipes, labels on food and
on clothes, brochures, as well as the booklets for
the home appliances. There are programmes
destined to the utilitarian reading and to libraries
(ex. For reading the web page and the tutorial),
either as lessons, or explanations from the
librarian.

Teenagers’ reading, mentioned in the Note of
presentation both of the Curriculum for primary
school, and also in the Curriculum for high
school, as a fundamental value, it is still a
problem, emphasized by the students’ refusal to
read, more and more resistant, situation which can
be explained in many ways:

- temptation to replace the own reading with
the syncretic representation of the dramatizations
after the works under debate;

- irresistible attraction to games and chat with
friends on the Internet;

- overwhelming size of some works which
are discouraging by the fact they need a lot of
time, in a period when spending some dozens of
hours for reading a text, no matter how gripping it
is, it is an anachronistic and boring gesture, with
no practical use;

- possibility to substitute their own reading
impressions with the authoritative opinions,
formulated impeccably in the auxiliary materials
for preparing the baccalaureate or in the reviews
on the Internet;

- difficulties to understand come from the
students’ ignorance about numerous old, folk or
regional words to be found in the works they
study (at Romanian authors as: Ion Creanga,
Mihail Sadoveanu, Liviu Rebreanu, Tudor
Argherzi, Lucian Blaga, Ion Barbu, Marin Preda);

- lack of understanding the essence of life
problems involved in the characters’ actions in the
works studied at school determines the lack of
empathy of the teenager reader today with the
character whose destiny is submitted to the social
and historical conditions of the 19th century, the
beginning of the 20th century or during the
Stalinist age. Thus, there can emerge questions as
the following: ,,why one person should worship
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land, as there it is the opportunity to live more
attractively and easy in the town or in foreign
countries?”, ,,why a parent is so annoyed by the
attitude of his/her own children who adapt better
to the historical demands, understanding that
anything can be transformed in goods, including
one’s own work?”.

The promotion at the baccalaureate has
become a purpose itself, as it is demonstrated by
the students’ attitude towards the requests in the
High school curriculum and it is admitted,
implicitly, in some documents issued by the
Ministry of National Education, where there were
exaggerated the statistics about the promotion at
this exam. Thus, many students are not involved
in all that is not connected with the Curriculum
for the baccalaureate, out of their study interests:
,»The old period: life’s religious dimension and the
emergence of the historical conscience. The
cultural/literary tendencies in the 17th and the
18th centuries: Humanism and Enlightenment”;
,» The role of literature in 1848 period”; ,,Romania
between Orient and Occident”; ,,Cultural/literary
tendencies: vanguardist directions”; ,,Cultural
identity in European context”; ,Literature subdued
to the communist ideology”; ,.Cultural/literary
tendencies: Postmodernism™; ,Forms of the
literary history and criticism”. We mention that
for these subjects Curricula (5) provisions case
studies or debates, without mentioning the
minimum content parameters.

The students’ training is influenced by the
structure of the subjects from the baccalaureate,
settled by the National Service for Evaluation and
Examination (SNEE). The topic type 1 (6) is
designed to highlight the competencies about
using correctly and adequately the Romanian
language in understanding the messages in
different cases of communication, but also the
precise way to settle the requests based on the text
»at  first sight” submitted to interpretation,
orientates the students to a shallow approach and
to simplified answers, valid for any text of this
type. The formalism and stereotypy of some
requests of the type 1 subject prevent the
evaluation of the student’s real competencies. In
the following, we present some ,formal”
examples”: ,,Explain the role of the hyphen in the
structure ..... ”; ,,Mention two literary topics/
motives in the given text”; ,lllustrate with
examples two features of the lyric/epic/dramatic

genre”; ,Mention two lexical and grammatical
signs for the subjective lyrism/of the presence of
the lyric”; ,.Illustrate with two features the given
text to  Symbolism/Romantism/Modernism”;
»Mention the type of perspective/narrator in the
given text”.

The topic Type II (7) implies to write an
argumentative text on a given topic, beginning
with a quoted opinion. This subject can stimulate
students’ creativity and can be an efficient manner
to test the ability to approach flexibly and wich
rich nuances the others’ opinions and judgements
and to verify the cultural representations acquired
during high school. The major risk can occur by
using formally the connectors specific to the text,
in order to get the afferent points and to take over
some linguistical clichees from mass-media or
from the formulation o some false ideas or
obvious truths instead of demonstrative examples,
to which there is added the substitution between
idea and the demonstrative examples.

The topic type III (8) requests to write a
structured or non-structured essay, through which
there is pursued to test the student’s ability to
expound an author/a work studied in school from
a minimum curriculum of 17 ,,canonical authors”,
for which there is recommended a representative
text which can be framed in one of the above
mentioned literary species (cult fairytale cult short
story, novel, comedy, modern drama), in a
typology of subjective-objective or modern-
traditional type, in a literary/cultural tendency
(Romanticism Symbolism, Realism, Modernism,
Traditionalism, Neomodernism) or in a literary
epoch (1848, The epoch of great classic writers,
Interwar period, Postwar period). Three of the
four requests of the structured essay are directed
not so as to the interpretation the chosen work, but
to demonstrate the knowledge of some operational
concepts: incipit, final, opposition and symmetry
relationships, narrative perspective, the works, the
chronotop imaginary - poetical, recurrence
elements, prosody elements. This way can be
explained the solution chosen by many
candidates: to memorize some comments already
done. The condition to get 14 points of the total of
30 for writing the essay if they observe the limits
of 2-3 pages or 600-900 words, raise another
problem: if this limit can be observed for the epic
and dramatic texts, the situation is not the same
with the essay applied upon a text from the works
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written by George Bacovia, Lucian Blaga, Tudor
Arghezi, Ion Barbu and Nichita Stinescu, under
the circumstances these authors were not studied
in the whole, but only by one text, according to
the provisions in the Curricula. For some
graduates of the technical school, to write an essay
of minimum 2 pages (600 words) might be an
insuperable difficulty which can be overcome
only in the above mentioned manner, more
precisely by memorizing the comment written by
an authorized person — the teacher or the textbook
author.

Thus, it is found that the recognized need to
stimulate reading and autonomous, reflexive and
critical thinking is dissipated by the structure of
the topics proposed for the baccalaureate, topics
which allow stereotype or memorized answers.

It is more and more obvious the need to
reorganize both the curricula for the Romanian
language and literature, and the textbooks, taking
into consideration the expectancies of the society
towards this matter, the general and specific
objectives to generate the competencies by the
reality of the 21st century.

Taking into consideration the features of the
21st century, it is obvious that it is necessary to
settle a number of contemporary values. It is
necessary to maintain certain authors in the school
curricula — benchmarks for the Romanian literary
edifice — who the contemporary students do not
»agree” through the works included in the school
textbooks. Other texts can be chosen or some
other reading and interpretation ,.key”. Actually,
here works ,the conventionality and the
psychological inertia” mentioned by the critic and
literary historian Eugen Negrici, that urges the
textbooks authors and also the teachers in the
classroom or when they examine at the
baccalaureate to the same texts they know better.

The student’s more active involvement in the
process of interpretation of the proposed work can
be a manner to increase the interest for reading by
setting new parameters of interpretation, in order
to highlight other dimensions of the already
known artistical reality. That is what Eugen
Negrici called ,,the revealing reading” as a method
to find the pleasure to read: ,,Shortly, to interpret
means for us to discover in a message other
messages; it means to pass through «the obvious
content» (usually delusive disappointing) in order
to reveal «the latent content» beside and,
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sometimes, against the author’s will that the form
should be understood and consumed at he/she
produced”(9).

Lectura adolescentilor. Dimensiuni culturale si educative. Introducere

Pornind de la acest inteles general acceptat,
cuvantul a capatat si sensul de interpretare a unui
text literar. Capacitatea de a crea mai multe puncte
de vedere cu privire la scriere, de a judeca si
intelege in mai multe feluri provine din caracterul
ei multifunctional, din diversitatea nivelurilor si
mesajelor cuprinse. Faptul ca lectura (inclusiv in
sensul de interpretare) este etapa finala a
existentei operei, de o indiscutabila importanta,
rezultd tocmai din trasdturile constitutive ale
literaturii: polivalenta mesajului, ambiguitatea
intelesului si caracterul sdu de opera deschisa (2).

Oricare ar fi modalitatea si mijlocul de
transmitere, lectura este comunicare de la autor la
cititor, ea reprezentand, simultan si succesiv, toate
elementele comunicarii, deoarece lectura este
comunicatul, comunicantul, comunicarea §i ea da
nastere unui informat: cititorul, care, la randul sau,
este cel care creeaza lectura. lata, deci, ca lectura
este un act de reciprocitate.

Multe secole, lectura a fost perceputd ca un
proces vizual prin care cititorul descifra cuvintele
prezentate sub o forma scrisa. Treptat, au fost
propuse conceptii noi, ce s-au raspandit dupa anii
80, total diferite de cele clasice. Astfel, daca
astdzi sa stii «a citi» inseamna sa intelegi ce
citesti, cu ani in urma, sa stii «a citi» se limita la
cunoasterea abecedarului, la a memora texte sau la
a citi cu voce tare si expresiv; se considera cd «a
citi» era un proces pasiv si «a scrie» era un proces
activ (3).

Noi putem retine ca actul lecturii, definit
astdzi ca un act de Intelegere, are la baza, in
primul rand, punerea in interactiune a patru tipuri
de procese: vizuale, perceptie, de recunoastere si
intelegere. Aceste procese se efectueazd in
conjunctie cu trei substructuri de memorie
(senzoriald, de lucru si pe termen lung) (4).
Asadar, lectura este perceputd ca un proces mai
mult cognitiv decét vizual, ca un proces activ si
interactiv, ca un proces de construire/creare a
sensului de comunicare.

Teoriile post-moderne au spart frontierele
traditionale ale obiectului text si acest lucru
explica, 1n parte, de ce numeroase studii trateaza
procesele de lectura, definind, totodata, lectura
literard.  ,,Oficializarea”  sintagmei ,lecturad
literara” se datoreaza lui Michel Picard (5), care 1i
consacra un colocviu Tn 1994, la Reims; nu s-a
ajuns la un consens in definirea acesteia in lumea
specialistilor, continudnd sa fie si astdzi subiect de
dezbateri si polemici.

In timp ce Emile Faguet consideri ci , lectura
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este alcatuitd din ce cunoastem, din ce aflam, din
ce nu mai e nevoie sa aflam pentru ca stim si din
ce stim acum mai bine pentru cad am Invatat din
nou” (6), Nicolae Balotd vede un om sfarsit in
,cel care nu mai are nicio curiozitate, cel care
crede ca nicio carte nu-i mai poate spune nimic, ca
a epuizat toate cartile” (7).

Definind lectura ca act de traducere a operei,
care se modificd pe parcurs, transformandu-1 si pe
cel care citeste, Wolfgang Iser compara textul cu o
partitura a carei instrumentare le revine cititorilor.
Acestia au, astfel, sansa, generatoare de placere,
de a-si activa o serie de capacitati: ,autorul si
cititorul poartd in sine si Tmpart jocul fanteziei,
care nu ar putea fi initiat dacd textul ar avea
pretentia de a fi mai mult decat o reguld de joc.
Pentru cé lectura devine doar atunci placere, cand
productivitatea noastra intrd in joc, adicd acolo
unde textele ne ofera sansa de a ne activa
capacitatile” (8).

Pe aceeasi coordonatd de interpretare,
Umberto Eco avansa conceptele de autor-model /
autor-empiric, cititor-model / cititor-empiric: ,,un
text e un artificiu ce tinde sa-si produca propriul
sau cititor-model. Cititorul-empiric e cel care face
o conjectura asupra tipului de cititor-model
postulat de text. Ceea ce inseamna ca cititorul-
empiric e cel ce avanseaza conjecturi nu asupra
intentiilor autorului empiric, ci asupra acelor ale
autorului-model. Autorul-model este cel care, ca
strategie textuald, tinde sa producd un anume
cititor-model” (9).

Interpretarea se situeazd astfel Intre cei doi
poli: intentia autorului si semnificarea involuntara
care, la rndul ei, poate fi intrinsecd, in raport cu
sistemele proprii de semnificare ale textului la
care se raporteaza, sau extrinsecd, a lectorului, in
raport cu propriile dorinte, aspiratii, criterii
arbitrare sau conventii culturale asimilate de
acesta: ,,cand un text este pus intr-o sticla — iar
asta nu se Tntdmpld numai cu poezia sau cu proza,
ci si cu Critica ratiunii pure — adica atunci cand
un text este produs nu numai pentru un destinatar
unic, ci pentru o comunitate de cititori, autorul stie
cd el va fi interpretat nu dupa intentiile sale, ci
dupa o complicata strategie de interactiuni care-i
implica si pe cititori, dimpreund cu competenta lor
in privinta limbii ca patrimoniu social” (10). Prin
»patrimoniu social” criticul italian Intelegea
conventiile culturale pe care limba respectiva le-a
produs, precum si istoria interpretarilor precedente
a multor texte.

Privitd prin prisma sistemului educational,
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lectura literara este consideratd ca un instrument
intelectual si cultural, care permite sa se
structureze si sa se rafineze géindirea criticd. Ea
include moduri diferite de realizare, dupd locurile
unde se Intrebuinteazd, desemnind un ansamblu
de practici pe care experientele le angajeaza,
dincolo de o conceptie a lecturii, o viziune a
subiectului cititor. Invitarea ei va permite elevului
sd aiba ocazii frecvente si regulate pentru a citi; in
acest fel va sti sa reflecteze la practicile ei si la
cunostintele dobandite din procesul de lecturd, va
sti si va Intelege functionarea textelor scrise. Dar
,-a avea acces la scris nu Tnseamna neaparat a avea
acces la cultura sau la orice text scris” (11), insa
putem spune ca lectura, indiferent de ce natura
este, din momentul Tn care permite a lua la
cunostintd despre continutul unui text scris, i
permite cititorului, pe de o parte, sa participe la
anumite manifestdri culturale cu diverse grupuri
sociale, iar pe de alta parte, sa capete anumite
valori in urma cunostintelor achizitionate cu
discernaméant. Dimensiunea culturald a lecturii se
confirma prin aceea cd lectura este o cunoastere, o
culturd extrasa de cititori. Scoala considera Tn mod
implicit cad stapanirea lecturii ca si tehnica,
degajata din toatd dimensiunea culturala, permite
accesul la cultura.

Lectura este una din invatdrile esentiale ale
scolii primare, aldturi de scriere si de matematica,
si scopul principal al scolaritatii obligatorii.
Inviatarea lecturii este un subiect care a interesat
numerosi pedagogi, dar dupa ani de controverse se
pare cd niciuneia din metodele si tehnicile de
invatare nu-i revine aportul decisiv, lectura
continudnd sd fie in mare impas. Ca si scrierea,
lectura constituie punctul esential al scolii
primare, a cdrei primd misiune se defineste prin
trilogia «a citi, a scrie, a intelege».

A sti sa citesti este cheia, Tnainte de toate, a
reusitei scolare, apoi a afirmarii in viata. invatarea
lecturii este, fara indoiala, activitatea care ridica
cele mai multe probleme invatatorilor/profesorilor
si care face astdzi obiectul preocuparilor
sistemelor educationale la nivel mondial. In ceea
ce priveste copilul, invatarea lecturii reprezinta
pentru el una dintre izbanzile majore din viata sa

scolara.
Invatarea lecturii se petrece prin decodarea si
identificarea cuvintelor, conducand la

comprehensiune; identificarea cuvintelor nu are in
vedere o ghicitoare, cdci invatarea acestora se face
progresiv: este necesar ca elevul sd identifice
sunetul si sensul acestuia. Se evidentiaza patru

mari pagi (12), indreptati spre patru mari
activitati: familiarizarea cu textul scris, Intelegerea
acestuia, identificarea si redarea textului. Pentru
un copil care stdpaneste vocabularul, textul este
usor de descifrat, iar lectura este mai usoara cand
cuvantul descifrat prezintd pentru elev o
semnificatie imediatd. Important este sa stie:

- ce intelege sau nu;

- cand Intelege sau nu;

- ce trebuie sa pastreze (memoreze) sau de ce
are nevoie pentru a intelege;

- ce poate face pentru a ameliora intelegerea
sa.

Primul scop al educatorilor din scoala primara
este sa combatd incapacitatea copiilor de a stapani
lectura si sd-i facd sa Inteleagd un text, care la
randul lui trebuie sd umple golul informativ Intre
cei care o vor stapani si cei aflati in dificultate. Cu
alte cuvinte, actul lecturii trebuie sa fie centrat
asupra ntelegerii a ceea ce se citeste.

Bibliotecile scolare, alaturi de centrele de
documentare i informare, sustin politica
educationala, sprijinind obiectivele prevadzute in
planurile de invatamant. Activitatea profesorului
documentarist se desfdsoard pe patru niveluri:
pedagogic, cultural, de comunicare §i de
gestionare. Primele doud sunt menite sa initieze
elevii in cercetarea documentard prin activitati
educative, proiecte mono/pluri/inter/
transdisciplinare, prin animatii culturale etc.

In vederea alcituirii unui fond de carte
echilibrat, bibliotecarul trebuie sd tina cont de
programele scolare, asigurand un numar suficient
de exemplare si de titluri, mai ales ca ,,dotarea
unei biblioteci scolare trebuie sa fie de minimum
3 volume/elev, urmand ca raportul de 10 volume/
elev sa fie atins progresiv in cel mult 5 ani.” (13)

Un rol important in  dezvoltarea
competentelor de comunicare si a abilitatilor de
lectura 11 au atat bibliotecarii scolari, cat si
profesorii documentaristi ,,prin diverse activitati
care vor stimula lectura (texte diverse, imagini
fixe si animate etc.) si care vor include in procesul
de formare operatiuni asociate de decodare a

textului/imaginii, de analizd, de sinteza, de
interpretare, de prelucrare, de comunicare
etc.” (14)

Fiecare etapd din viata unui om este
importanta §i tot ceea ce facem, mai ales la
»~inceput de drum”, ne marcheaza existenta. Asa
cum copildria este varsta fard de griji, varsta
jocului, asa si adolescenta este varsta asimilarilor.
Se spune cd omul invatd in permanenta, dar
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important este ce si cand invati. Incepem scoala
cind ne despartim de prima copilarie s§i o
termindm, cel putin perioada liceald, cand ne
pregatim sa ,renuntdm” la adolescentd in
~favoarea” statutului de adult. Scoala generald si
liceul sunt menite sa formeze o bazd in fiecare
dintre noi. Odata invatate literele, nu ne mai
putem descurca fard ele: citim tot timpul, sau cel
putin asa ar trebui, fie ca este vorba si de un nume.

Lectura este extrem de importantd, poate cea
mai importantd. ,,A citi inseamnda a (re)cdstiga
capacitatea de a visa” (15). Un elev aude de
nenumarate ori sintagma ,,invatd, ca nu stii cand
iti trebuie”. De multe ori se adevereste, mai ales
atunci cand ne asteptdm mai putin. Dar degeaba
un elev Tnvata ce este un ADN sau cum se rezolva
o problema complicatd la matematica, daca nu stie
sa citeascd sau dacd nu are format acest obicei. In
copildrie ne citesc altii si nu prea putem decide, de
multe ori, ce povestire am vrea si auzim. In
adolescentd putem alege singuri. Aceste alegeri isi
vor pune amprenta si, fara sd ne dam seama,
devenim alti oameni, in functie de deciziile pe
care le luam.
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Reading, as a social phenomenon, recorded
and influenced, at its turn, all the civilization’s
great changes, through the human evolution. As it
was - in the beginning - a privilege of some social
and/or spiritual noptoch groups, the activity of
reading ,,came down” to the level of common
people and diversified constantly its functions:
from an information or aesthetical contemplation
instrument, it changed into a manner of spiritual
elevation and also a way to compensate in
imagination some urges unmaterialized (yet) and
mostly sine qua non manner of education and self
education. Thus, nobody is amazed today that the
study of reading has become in the modern times
(nowadays), a distinct scientific field with specific
techniques and methods, to which researchers of
diverse occupations — linguists, literary critics and
historians, psychologists, sociologists, teachers,
librarians, documentalists etc. — pay a maximum
attention.

Thus, reading has become ,,the world’s care”,
mentioned in different speeches, recognized,
appreciated, recommended, described, analysed
etc. The syntagm ,reading art” is almost a
common aspect in the works of some important
authors as Umberto Eco, Paul Cornea, Emile
Faguet, Wolfgang Iser, Jocelyne Giasson,
Monique Iebrun, David Olson, Robert Escarpit
and many others.

Reading is first a process of communication:
all the meanings of the word reading include the
idea of transmission and communication. It is both
a social and psychological process, involving
different categories of population, with diverse
financial levels, education, culture and cognitive
abilities. Reading (lat. lego, ere, legi, lectum from
Latin, means ,,gather; collect, pile up; read”) (1),
and with a traditional etymological meaning, it
means to decode the system of written signs
which form a text and to understand (decode) the
ensemble of elements communicated this way.
Beginning with this generally accepted meaning,
the word gained also the meaning of interpretation
of a literary text. The ability to create different
opinions about writing, to consider and understand
in many ways comes from its multifunctional
feature, from the diversity of the included levels
and messages. The fact that reading (including
with the meaning of interpretation) is the final
stage of the work and it is indisputably important
results precisely from the constitutive features of
literature: the multivalency of the message, the
ambiguity of the meaning and its status of open
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work. (2)

No matter the manner and way to transmit it,
reading is communication from author to reader
and it represents simultaneously and successively
all the elements of communication, because
reading includes the things to be communicated,
the entity who communicates, communication
itself and it brings to light an informed person: the
reader, who, at his/her turn, is that who creates
reading. Therefore, reading is a mutual action.

For many centuries, reading was seen like a
visual process through which the reader decoded
the words presented in a written form. Gradually,
there were proposed new theories which spread
after the *80’s and which were totally different
from the classical ones. Thus, if today, to be able
«to read» means to understand what you read,
years ago, to be able «to read» was limited to
know the spelling book, to memorize texts or read
them in loud voice and expressively; it is
considered that «to read» was a passive process
and «to write» was an active process (3).

We can bear in mind that reading, defined
today as an understanding action, is based, first,
on the interaction of four types of processes: the
visual process, perception, recognition and
understanding. These processes are developed in
accordance with three memory substructures
(sensorial, working and on long term) (4). As a
consequence, reading is seen as a process much
more cognitive than visual, as an active and
interactive process and as a process for building/
creating the communication meaning.

The post-modern theories have broken the
traditional limits of the text object and this aspect
explains partially why numerous studies deal with
the reading processes and define the literary
reading in the same time. Michael Picard
orendered official” the syntagm ,literary
reading” (5), and dedicated to this subject a
colloquium in Reims, in 1974; there was no
agreement for specialists in defining this notion,
and even today it is a subject for debates and
disputes.

Meanwhile Emile Faguet considers that ,,
reading is made up of what we know, what we
learn, what it is not necessary to learn because we
know better now, as we have learned again” (6),
Nicolae Balota considers a worked out person
»that who is no more curious about anything, that
who things that no book can tell him/her anything,
that he/she finished all books™ (7).

Wolfgang Iser defined reading as an action of
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translating the work, which changes later, and
transforming even the reader. He also compared
the text with a score whose instruments devolve to
the readers. Thus, they have this chance for
generating pleasure and activate a series of
abilities: ,,the author and the reader bear in
themselves and share the fantasy game, which
could not be initiated if the text has the pretension
to be more than a game rule. Reading becomes
pleasure only when our productivity shows itself,
meaning where the texts provide us the
opportunity to activate our abilities” (8).

In the similar framework, Umberto Eco
advanced the notions of model author /empirical
author, model reader/empirical reader: ,, a text is
an contrivance having the tendency to produce its
own model reader. The empirical reader is that
who makes an assumption upon the type of model
reader postulated by the text. That means the
empirical reader is that who advances assumptions
not upon the empirical author’s intentions, but
upon those belonging to the model author. The
model author is that who has the tendency to
produce a certain model reader, as a textual
strategy” (9).

Interpretation is situated between the two
benchmarks: author’s intention and the
involuntary signification, which, at its turn, can be
intrinsic, in accordance with the proper systems of
the text significance to which it is compared to, or
extrinsic, belonging to the reader, in accordance
with his/her own wishes, urges and arbitrary
criteria or cultural conventions assimilated by
him/her: ,,when a text is put in a bottle — and this
does not happen only with poetry or prose, but
also with Critique of Pure Reason — meaning
when a text is produced not only for a unique
destinatary, but for a community of readers, the
author knows that he/she will be interpreted not in
accordance with his/her intentions, but following a
complicated strategy of interactions which
involves also the readers, together with their
competency in language, seen as social
patrimony” (10). The Italian critic understands by
»social patrimony” the cultural conventions
produced by the language under debate, as well as
the history of the previous interpretations for
many texts.

Literary reading is considered, in the light of
the educational system, as being a cultural and
intellectual instrument which allows the critical
thinking to be structured and refined. It includes
different methods of achievement, according to
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the places where it is used, designating a series of
practices attached to the experiences and the
reader’s view, beyond an outlook of reading.
Literary reading knowledge allows the student
frequent and regular opportunities to read; this
way, the reader will be able to reflect to these
practices and to the knowledge gained in the
reading process, and he/she will know and
understand the function of the written texts. But,
»to have access to writing, does not mean
absolutely to have access to culture, or to any
written text” (11). However, we can appreciate
that reading, no matter its nature, when it allows
to learn about the content of a written text, on one
side, it facilitates to the reader to take part to some
cultural activities with different social groups,
and, on the other side, to gain some values, as a
consequence of the knowledge acquired with
judgement. Reading’s cultural framework is
confirmed by the fact that reading is knowledge
and culture selected by the readers. School
considers implicitly that having the thorough
knowledge of reading as technique, as a result of
all the cultural framework, allows access to
culture.

Reading is one of the essential learning
activities in the primary school and the main
purpose of the compulsory training, beside writing
and mathematics. Numerous educators were
interested in the subject of reading, but after years
of debates, it seems that neither of reading
methods and techniques has the leading role, and
reading continues to be in a tight corner. Similar
to writing, reading is considered to be the main
activity in the primary school, whose first mission
is defined by the trilogy «to read, write and
understand».

First of all, the key for success in school, and
then for advancement in life, is to be able to read.
Learn to read is, no doubt, the activity which
raises the greatest number of problems to the
school masters/teachers and it is today the concern
of all the educational systems in the world. As
regarding the child, learn reading represents for
him/her one of the most important achievements
in his/her school life.

People learn to read by decoding and
identifying ~ words, and that leads to
comprehension; the words’ identification does not
mean a puzzle, because their knowledge is
progressive: a child should identify the sound and
its meaning. There are to be mentioned four
important steps (12), in order to achieve four

important activities: become familiar with the
written text, understand it, identify and reproduce
it. A pupil decodes easy a text, if he/she has a
thorough knowledge of the vocabulary, and
reading is easier when the decoded word has an
immediate signification for him/her. It is
important to know:

- what he/she understands or not;

- when he/she understands or not;

- what he/she should keep in mind
(memorize) or what it is needed to understand;

- what he/she can do to improve his/her
understanding.

The first purpose of the educators in the
primary school is to discourage the children’s
incapacity to have a through knowledge of reading
and make them understand a text, which, at its
turn should fill the information lack between those
who have the through knowledge and those
getting into difficulties. In other words, reading
should be centred upon understanding what is
read.

School libraries, beside the information and
documentation centres, encourage the educational
policy, by supporting the objectives stipulated in
the education plans. The documentalist’s activity
develops on four levels: pedagogical level,
cultural level, communication level and
management level. The first two are meant to
initiate students in the documentary research
through educational activities, mono/plural/inter/
trans/disciplinary projects and cultural animation,
etc.

In order to make a well-adjusted collection of
books, the librarian should take into consideration
the school curricula, the number of copies and
titles, mostly because ,,the endowment of a school
library should include at least 3 volumes/student,
so that the ratio 10 volumes/student to be reached
gradually in 5 years, maximum.” (13)

An  important role in  developing
communication competencies and reading abilities
is played by school librarians and documentalists
»through different activities to stimulate reading
(varied texts, fixed and moving images etc.) and
which include different associated operations to
decode the text/image, analysis, synthesis,
interpretation, processing, communication etc, in
the process of training.” (14)

Each stage in people’s life is important and all
what we do, mostly at ,,the beginning of the road”,
leaves a strong impression in our existence.
Childhood is the age without any trouble, the age
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of playing, and the adolescence is the age of
uptake. It is said that learning is long life, but it is
important what and when people learn. We begin
school when we leave the first childhood and we
finish school, at least high school, when we
prepare to ,give up”’ the adolescence in the
favour” of the status of adult. The primary school
and high school are meant to create a basis in each
of us. Once we learned the letters, we are not able
anymore to manage in their absence: we read all
the time, or, at least, it should be like that, either it
is about a name.

Reading is very important, maybe the most
important. ,,To read means to (re)gain the
capacity to dream” (15). A student hears many
times the syntagm ,learn, one never knows when
it is necessary”’. Many times, this is confirmed,
mostly when one expects less. But in vain a
student learns what is DNA or how to solve a
complicated problem in maths, if he/she cannot
learn and he/she does not have this habit. In
childhood, others read for us and, many times,
rather we cannot decide what story we want to
hear. When we are teenagers, we can choose by
ourselves. These choices will have a strong
influence, and we are aware that we become
different, in accordance with the decisions we
take.

Bibliotecile scolare / centrele de documentare
si informare reprezintd structuri in care aplicarea
principiilor managementului calitatii totale (Total
Quality Management — TQM) poate conduce la
rezultate deosebite. Formuland un plan strategic si
urmarindu-l in vederea cresterii continue a
calitatii, aceste structuri infodocumentare pot
evolua si isi pot Imbundtati performantele.

Potrivit standardului ISO 9000:2000, pentru a
indeplini criteriile  antreprenoriale  structura
infodocumentara preuniversitara ar trebui sa
aplice si sa respecte urmatoarele principii de baza
ale calitatii in educatie:

- focalizarea pe utilizatori — copil / elev, cadru
didactic, parinti, institutie scolara;

- leadership — managementul orientat spre
realizarea obiectivelor formulate si asumate;

- deciziile sd se bazeze pe date si informatii
relevante, verificabile;

- relatii reciproc avantajoase cu toti partenerii
structurii infodocumentare.

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Profesionalizarea ocupatiei de cadru didactic,
automat si cea de bibliotecar scolar, a devenit in
ultimul timp unul dintre subiectele prioritare din
aria educationalului. Intentia acestei tendinte
reformatoare este aceea de a face cunoscute
politicile nationale ale educatiei, Programul de
guvernare 2013-2016 fiind un reper (2), dar si de
corelare a structurilor si a etapelor din carierd cu
standardele europene conform EFQM (Fundatia
Europeana pentru Managementul Calitatii).

Importanta strategicd a acestor structuri
infodocumentare este subliniatd in multiple acte
legislative: Legea 334/2002 a bibliotecilor,
republicatd si actualizatad; Metodologia de
evaluare externa a calitdatii  educatiei in
invatamadntul  preuniversitar,  publicatd 1n
Monitorul Oficial nr. 11 din 8 ianuarie 2013;

Procedurile de asigurare a calitatii educatiei
elaborate si implementate in biblioteca scolara /
centrul de documentare si informare, asa cum apar
stipulate n aceste documente legislative, prevad:

- necesitatea  portofoliilor  bibliotecarului
scolar / profesorului documentarist;

- existenta procedurilor operationale specifice
acestei structuri;

- informatiile privind formarea continud a
bibliotecarului scolar / profesorului documentarist
1n ultimii 5 ani;

- activitatea de diseminare a informatiilor
structurii infodocumentare prin intermediul site-
ului scolii.

Portofoliul ~ profesionistului  din  aceste
structuri poate cuprinde:

- planuri manageriale anuale / semestriale
vizate de directorul unitédtii scolare;

-rapoartele periodice: semestriale, anuale
privind activitatea de autoevaluare;

- programul de activitate;
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- calendarul proiectelor educative la nivel de
scoala;

- programul activitatilor educative scolare;

- proiecte de activitati educative / lectii
demonstrative / parteneriate.

Pentru o bund gestionare a etapelor de
elaborare, aprobare si aplicare a procedurilor
operationale, bibliotecarul scolar / profesorul
documentarist trebuie sa asigure derularea tuturor
actiunilor privind elaborarea si/sau dezvoltarea
sistemelor de management si control. Procedurile
trebuie realizate in conditiile cunoasterii si
respectdrii regulilor de management constituite Tn
standardele de control.

Indiferent de activitatea la care se refera, o
procedurd operationald poartd amprenta fiecarui
standard de control, din perspectiva oricarui
elemente-cheie din cele cinci ale controlului
managerial, respectiv:

- mediul de control;

- performanta si managementul riscului;

- informarea si comunicarea; activitdtile de
control;

- auditarea;

- evaluarea.

Realizarea Tn conditii optime a acestor sarcini
este posibild n contextul existentei unor criterii de
evaluare permanentd a ocupatiei de bibliotecar
scolar / profesor documentarist:

- capacitatea de a aplica, transfera si combina
cunostinte si deprinderi de munca, asa cum sunt
punctate 1n Standardul ocupational pentru
ocupatia de bibliotecar in domeniul invatdmant,
subdomeniile educatie, cultura, mass media (3);

-0 bund pregitire biblioteconomica s§i o
continua activitate de perfectionare profesionald;

- cunostinte de gestiune si audit;

- relatia dintre factorii decizionali, utilizatori
si bibliotecari, studiatd Tn permanentd conform
actelor normative in vigoare: ISO 2789 (Statistica
internationala de biblioteca), ISO 9230 (Indici de
preturi pentru achizitii), ISO 9707 (Statistici
legate de distribuirea documentelor pe diferite
SUporturi).

In ceea ce priveste activitatea metodico-
stiintifica, bibliotecarii scolari si profesorii
documentaristi trebuie:

-sa fie prezente active in cadrul cercului
metodic / pedagogic;

- sa participe la actiuni specifice, organizate la
nivel local, judetean si national;

- sa aiba contributii la dezvoltarea studiilor Tn
domeniu, activitate stiintificd, responsabilitdti la
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nivel judetean / local (metodist, membru in
Consiliul consultativ sau membru in comisiile de
jurizare ale unor concursuri scolare), activitati in
cadrul unor comisii/ consilii nationale (e.g.:
Consiliul national al ABR).

Orice institutie scolard are nevoie de
bibliotecari cu pregatire in domeniul TQM,
deoarece acestia vor trebui sa opereze cu concepte
corelate:

- evaluarea ca monitorizare, control si audit
ce vizeazad randamentul, eficienta, adecvarea,
echitatea, concordanta si conformitatea;

- organizatia, inclusiv scoala ca organizatie-
instrument, pentru atingerea unui scop;

-standardul, 1incorporind si exigentele
specifice scolii, are 1n vedere reguli, linii
directoare, caracteristici referitoare la activitati si
rezultatele acestora, in scopul obtinerii unui grad /
nivel de ordine intr-un context dat.

Bibliotecarul scolar / profesorul
documentarist profesionist, adaptat realitatii,
trebuie sa dispund de urméatoarele:

- gandire divergenta (elaboreaza,
promoveazd, convinge, actioneaza, invinge -
capacitati fundamentale pentru activitatea oricarui
bibliotecar);

-dezvoltare  profesionala  (si  caute

cunostinte Tn mod constant, cu un anumit scop,
transformandu-le in cunoastere i promovandu-le,
contribuind substantial la nvéatarea permanentd a
utilizatorului, colegului de breasld, a comunitatii
servite);

- apartenenta  comunitara  (deschidere,
flexibilitate 1n servirea informational-bibliotecara
a utilizatorului, a comunitdtii; acceptarea
utilizatorului drept partener in procesul de servire
informational-bibliotecara  pentru care sunt
destinate serviciile si produsele bibliotecii);

- apartenenta de breasld (avem nevoie in
biblioteci de oameni pentru Bibliotecd).

Bibliotecarii scolari / profesorii
documentaristi pot ndeplini diverse roluri, in
functie de obiectivele calitatii:

- rolul planificatorului (concepe sau planifica
experienta de informare si/sau documentare si/sau
mediul de Tnvatare);

-rolul instructorului (ofera indrumare sau
directioneaza situatia de informare si/sau
documentare, indicind adesea utilizatorilor ce
anume sa faca);

-rolul expertului (transferd cdtre utilizatori
informatii §i dezvoltd abilitati cu privire la un
subiect);

-rolul facilitatorului (rdspunde nevoilor
utilizatorilor §i oferd indrumare §i sprijin);

- rolul identificatorului de resurse (furnizeaza
materiale si informatii participantilor);

-rolul partenerului 1n cadrul procesului de
invatare de informare si/sau documentare (observa
si invatd cu utilizatorii, planificdi impreund cu
acestia scopurile informadrii si/sau documentarii);

- rolul modelului (modeleaza sau influenteaza
comportamentul si valorile utilizatorilor).

Fiecare bibliotecar scolar se integreaza ntr-o
muncd colectiva, sarcinile lui fiind percepute ca
un efort de ansamblu al colectivului. De aceea, se
impune ca un bun bibliotecar scolar / profesor
documentarist s cunoasca procedurile
operationale pe cele treizeci si trei domenii de
competentd, respectiv cele doudzeci de aptitudini
necesare unui profesionist in infodocumentare (4),
a tuturor pasilor ce trebuie urmati, a metodelor de
lucru stabilite si a regulilor de aplicat In vederea
realizdrii activitdtii cu privire la aspectul
procesual.

Este important de 1inteles faptul ca, in
contextul nostru cultural, formarea si dezvoltarea
unei culturi reale a calitatii necesitd timp,
pregétire profesionala de calitate si daruire.

Studiu de caz

Dupa 1989, in invatdmantul romanesc a fost
demarat un proces de schimbare. Din decembrie
1997 au fost elaborate si aplicate masuri de
reformd de continut a invatdmantului. Din
perspectiva nevoii de a apropia sistemul nostru
infodocumentar preuniversitar de celelalte sisteme
europene, scoala trebuie sd construiasca o culturad
organizationald care sd includa principii si valori
ale educatiei pentru viitor, ale educatiei
permanente §i educatiei pentru autogestiune, ale
calitatii si excelentei in conditii de schimbare.

Introducerea schimbarilor, mai ales cele care
vizeazd  compatibilitatea  sistemului  nostru
infodocumentar scolar, folosind modele din
sistemele europene, trebuie facutd treptat si
insotita de masuri de sprijin (informare, consiliere,
formare, monitorizare). De asemenea, exista si
alte limite de depasit: bariere culturale (atitudini
depasite, lipsa de informatii, lipsa de competente);
bariere sociale (interesele unei categorii sociale,
conformismul cu anumite norme sau stereotipuri);
bariere  organizationale (birocratie, bariere
psihologice - mentalitati depasite, sentimentul de
frustrare si insecuritate sociala).
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In TQM se utilizeazi o metodologie specifica,
bazatda pe metode diferite de colectare a datelor
(observatia si interviul) si de analizd a acestora
(analiza calitativa), care se poate aplica foarte bine
si in structurile infodocumentare preuniversitare.

In anul 2012, presedintele Asociatiei
Bibliotecarilor din Romania, prof. Mircea
Regneald, a initiat o cercetare necesara stabilirii
unei diagnoze reale asupra situatiei structurilor
infodocumentare din Tnvatdmantul preuniversitar
romanesc, dar si de identificare a elementelor
semnificative ale culturii organizatiei acestor
structuri, iar produsul proiectului de cercetare a
fost publicat in Ghidul bibliotecilor scolare si al
centrelor de informare g§i documentare din
invatamantul preuniversitar romdnesc (6).

Au fost culese informatii referitoare la:

- coordonatele institutiilor scolare,

- caracteristicile generale ale managementului
bibliotecilor scolare si al centrelor de informare si
documentare din 1nvatamantul preuniversitar
romanesc, specificul demersurilor proiective,
imaginea si prestigiul bibliotecilor scolare si al
centrelor de informare si documentare.

Un alt obiectiv al studiului a vizat
problematici diverse:

- identificarea nevoilor specifice acestei
categorii de personal;

- domeniul specializarii;

- domeniul proiectarii, realizarii si evaluarii In
cadrul procesului educational din invatamantul
preuniversitar;

- domeniul cunostintelor, capacitatilor si
atitudinilor necesare activitatilor de cunoastere si
consiliere a elevilor, precum si a celorlalte
categorii de utilizatori;

-domeniul  investigdrii i  solutiondrii
problemelor specifice ale scolii si educatiei.

Cercetarea a facut apel la studiul de caz ca
metoda de investigare de tip calitativ. In cadrul
studiului au fost folosite ca metode: observatia
directa, chestionarul, interviul individual, analiza
documentara.

Au fost completate 1412 chestionare, iar
datele obtinute au servit la creionarea unei imagini
de ansamblu privind structurile infodocumentare
din invatamantul preuniversitar romanesc.

Setul de metode si tehnici utilizate in
vederea colectarii informatiilor si scopul in
care au fost folosite:

a. Analiza documentara

materiale; dotare IT; informatizare; instrumente de
lucru, colectiile bibliotecii, catalogarea si
clasificarea colectiilor, surse pentru dezvoltarea
colectiilor; extinderea schimbului interbibliotecar;
activitdti / proiecte cultural educative desfasurate
in / prin biblioteca scolard / CDI; colaborarea
bibliotecarului cu diversi parteneri educationali;
activitdti de prezervare, conservare, igienizare;
instruiri PSI si NSM.

Discutiile au pornit de la principalele puncte
slabe identificate prin anchetd si au vizat opinii,
asteptdri, motivatii, rezultate si recomandari
pentru Tmbunatatirea, sporirea calitatii actului
biblioteconomic 1n biblioteca scolara.

Punctele tari evidentiate in acest studiu au
vizat constientizarea relatiei competente formate —
cerintele locului de munca. Unul dintre aspectele
urmdrite in acest studiu se refera la nivelul de
satisfactie a personalului de specialitate din
structurile infodocumentare referitor la demnitatea
profesiei (peste 70%).

Punctele slabe au vizat:

-slaba finantare si dotare a bibliotecilor
scolare Tn comparatie cu centrele de documentare
si informare;

- nerecunoagsterea studiilor si incadrarea pe
post;

- nerecunoagterea  sau  interdictia  de
participare la anumite tipuri de organizare a
formarii continue a bibliotecarilor scolari /

profesorilor documentaristi in conformitate cu

-nivelul scazut al automatizarii bibliotecilor
scolare (56%), al conexiunii la Internet (34%), al
informatizarii (39%).

Concluzii ale studiului:

Pentru asigurarea calitatii Tn educatie, inclusiv
in biblioteca scolara / centrul de documentare si
informare nu este suficient sa detii instrumente
bune, trebuie sa stii sa te servesti de ele, de aceea,
se impune pregatire si formare in domeniul
instrumentelor calitatii.

Oportunitatile anchetei au subliniat intentia
bibliotecarilor scolari / profesorilor documentaristi
de a-si dezvolta si celelalte competente, conform
Metodologiei formarii continue adaptate Cadrului
European al Calificdrilor si Cadrul National al
Calificarilor (7):

a) competente profesionale:

- competente cognitive;

- competente functional-actionale.

b) competente transversale:

- competente de rol;

-competente de dezvoltare personald si
profesionala.

Bibliotecile scolare / centrele de documentare
si informare din Roméinia oferd sanse reale la
educatie, cultura si formare pe tot parcursul vietii.
Ele sunt acele structuri infodocumentare unde
cunoasterea si oportunitatea sunt la Tndeména
tuturor utilizatorilor ei si, mai mult de atat,
contribuie la formarea si dezvoltarea abilitétilor de
viatd, bazate pe competentele cheie.

Bibliotecarii scolari/ profesorii documentaristi
de astdzi au capacitatea de a mobiliza, a combina

si utiliza in mod autonom capacitatile de
cunoastere, deprinderile §i competentele generale
si cele profesionale 1n acord cu diversele cerinte
specifice unui anumit context, situatii sau
probleme, dar si de a face fatd schimbarii,
situatiilor complexe si neprevazute. Se impune
inevitabil acestor asteptari, armonizarea formarii
initiale cu cea continud intr-o viziune comuna,
unica, logicd si stimulativa pentru evolutia
profesionala a acestora, precum si crearea unui
cadru legislativ de recunoastere a importantei lor
in educatie.

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Abstract

The organizational culture and the quality of services
and products are two dependent variables which
complete one each other and cross in all library stages
and activities. The info-documentary structures are
concerned with the organizational culture and that is
the reason for which they join the rigours of change,
summon up their energies and apply excellence
models. School librarians/documentalists know the
manner to communicate, in order to interact co-
ordinately and create their own behaviour related to
common standards and values and they dwell upon the
relationships between purposes, means and results.
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The direction of the pre-university education
system toward planning and reaching quality in all
school activities, including the info-documentary
structures within schools, it is an workable objective
by creating and consolidating a proper organization
structure. The policy to ensure quality in education
is a complex process and, in order to become
successful, it should be integrated into the
organization culture and materialized in and through
strategies adequated to the strategical and total
quality management.

The Total Quality Management system has a
characteristic slogan ,,to do things well since first
time”’(1), this meaning, among other things, to create
a spirit of competitiveness among teachers involved
in all the activities in schools, in order to improve
significantly quality in education and, implicitly, the
results.

School libraries/information and documentation
centres represent structures where the application of
the total quality management (Total Quality
Management — TQM) can lead to exquisite results. If
these info-documentary structures draw up and
follow a strategical plan, in order to improve
continuously quality, they can evoluate and can
improve their performances.

According to standard ISO 9000: 2000, in order
to meet the antreprenorial criteria, the pre-university
info-documentary structure should apply and
observe the following basic principles of quality in
education:

- focus on users —
parents, school;

- leadership — management oriented toward the
achievement of the objectives drawn up and
assumed;

- total involvement of the school librarians/
documentalists and valorize the whole potential of
the info-documentary structure where they work;

- approach of the resources and activities of the
structure;

- approach school as a system and in a holistic
manner (efficiency, effectiveness);

- continuous improvement of the processes,
products, and educational requests specific to the
school libraries/information and documentation
centres;

- decisions to be based on relevant information
and data, possible to be verified;

- relationships mutually favourable with all the
partners of the info-documentary structure.

One of the most important subjects for the
education system is the teachers’ expertise and,

child/student, teacher,
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implicitly, the school librarian professional training.
The purpose of this reforming trend is that to
emphasize the national policies in education. This
way, the Government plan for 2013-2016 is a
benchmark (2), correlating the career structures and
stages with the European standards, according to the
European Foundation for Quality Management.

The strategical importance of these info-
documentary structures is emphasized in many legal
documents: Legea 334/2002, legea bibliotecilor,
republicata si actualizata (Law 334/ 2002, library
law, re-published and brought up-to-date),
Metodologia de evaluare externa a calitatii
educatiei in invatamdntul preuniversitar (The
methodology for the quality external evaluation in
the pre-universitary educational system), published
in Monitorul Oficial no. 11 from 8th January, 2013;
Ordinul nr. 946 din 4 iulie 2005, republicat pentru
aplicarea Codului pentru control intern, inclusiv
standardele de management/control intern la
entitdtile publice §i pentru dezvoltarea sistemelor de
control managerial (Order no 946 from 4th July,
2005, re-published, for the approval of the Code for
internal control, including the standards of
management/internal  control at the public
institutions and for developing the systems of
managerial control); Legea Educatiei Nationale nr.
172011 (Law of the National Education no.1/2011),
Ordinul  nr.  5554/2011 privind  aprobarea
regulamentului de organizare si functionare a casei
corpului didactic (Order no. 5554/2011 regarding
the approval of the Rules for organization and
function of the teacher’s house); Anexa OMECTS nr.
5556/7.10.2011 privind aprobarea regulamentului
de organizare si functionare a bibliotecilor scolare
si a centrelor de informare si documentare.
Metodolgia privind invdtarea pe tot parcursul vietii
pentru personalul din sistemul pre-universitar.
Regulamentul pentru organizarea si functionarea
comitetului  consultativ (Annex OMECTS no.
5556/7.10.2011 — Rules for organization and
Sfunction of the school libraries and information and
documentation centres; Methodology regarding the
long life learning for the personnel in the pre-
university education system; The regulation for
organization and function the advisory committee).

The procedures to ensure the quality in
education elaborated and implemented in the school
library/information and documentation centre, as
they are stipulated in these legal documents, make
the following provisions:

- need of school
portofolio;

librarian/documentalist

- existence of the operational
characteristic for this structure;

- information regarding long life training for the
school librarian/documentalist, in the last five years;

- activity of dissemination of the information
regarding the info-documentary structure through
the school web site.

The portofolio of the professional in these
structures can include:

- yearly/half-yearly management plans approved
by the director of the school;

- periodical reports: half-yearly or
regarding the self-evaluation activity;

- calendar of activities;
calendar of the education projects in school;

- calendar of school education activities;

- projects of educative activities/ illustrative
lessons/partnerships.

In order to administrate better the working out
stages, approval and application of the operative
procedures, the school librarian/ documentalist must
ensure the development of all the activities regarding
the elaboration and/or development of the
management and control systems. The procedures
should be achieved in the framework of the
knowledge and observance of the management rules
included in the control standards.

No matter the activity, an operational procedure
includes each control standard, from the perspective
of each key-elements from the five ones in the
managerial control, as follows:

- control environment;

- performance and risk management;

- information and communication;
activities;

- audit;

- evaluation.

The achievement of these tasks in the best
conditions is possible by observing the criteria for
evaluating permanently the occupation of school
librarian/documentalist:

- capacity to apply, transfer and combine
knowledge and work abilities, as they are presented
in the Occupation standard for librarians in the
education system, sub-fields education, culture,
mass media (3);

- a proper library science training and long life
learning;

- knowledge in administration and audit;

- relationship between managers, users and
librarians, studied permanently, according to the
standards in force ISO 2789 (The international
statistics for libraries), 1ISO 9230 (Price index for

procedures

yearly,

control
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purchase), 1ISO 9707 (Statistics connected with the
distribution of the documents on different supports).

As regarding the methodical-scientific activity,
school librarians and documentalists should:

- be active in the methodical/pedagogical group
and participate to specific activities, organized at
local, county and national level;

- contribute to the development of the studies in
the field, scientific activity, have responsibilities at
county/local level (methodist, member in the
Advisory Committee or member in the judges
committees for school contests), activities in the
framework of some committees/national councils
(e.g.: the national council of the Romanian Library
Association).

Every school needs librarians trained in TQM, as
they are supposed to operate with correlated
conceps:

- evaluation as survey, control and audit aiming
the efficiency, proper activity, concordance and
conformity;

- organization, including school as organization
-instrument, in order to reach a purpose;

- standard, incorporating also the exigencies
specific to school, takes into consideration the
direction lines, features referring to activities and
their results, in order to obtain a degree/level of
order in a given context.

The professional school librarian/documentalist,
adapted to reality, should have the following
abilities:

- divergent thinking (elaborate, promote,
convince, act, win — fundamental abilities for every
librarian’s activity);

- professional development (search for
knowledge constantly, with a certain purpose,
transforming them in expertise and promoting them;
thus, the librarian contributes substantially to the
long life learning of wuser, colleagues and
community);

- community affiliation (open mindedness,
flexibility in providing library information to users
and community; accept the user as a partner in the
process of providing library information for which
the library services and products are destined to);

- appartenance to the professional
community (we need people for the Library in the
libraries).

School librarians/ documentalists can play
different roles, according to the quality objectives:

- planner role (designs or plans the expertise in
information and or documentation and /or the
education environment);

- trainer role (provides guidance or direct the

situation of information and/or documentation,
indicating often to the users what to do);

- expert role (transfers information to users and
develop abilities on a topic);

- facilitator role (meet users’ needs and provide
guidance and support);

- resources identifier role (provides materials
and information to the participants);

- partner’s role in the process of learning,
information and/or documentation (observes and
learns together with the users, plans together with
users the information and/or documentation
purposes);

- model role (he/she shapes and influences
users’ behaviour and values).

Each school librarian is integrated into a
collective work, his responsibilities are seen like an
ensemble effort of the group. That is the reason for
which a well trained librarian /documentalist should
know the operational procedures on 30 fields of
competence, and twenty skills necessary to a
professional in information and documentation (4),
should know all the stages to be followed, as well as
the established working methods and rules to be
applied, in order to achieve the activities regarding
the development in stages.

It is important to understand the fact that in our
cultural framework, the forming and development of
a real culture needs time, professional training and
devotion.

Case study

After 1989, there were introduced changes in the
Romanian educational system. There were
elaborated measures of content reforms, since
December 1997. From the perspective of the need to
bring the Romanian info-documentary pre-university
educational system close to the European systems,
school should build an organization culture which
includes principles and values of the education for
future, long life learning and education of self-
management elements, as well as quality and
excellence, in the framework of change.

The introduction of changes, mostly those
involving the compatibility of our school info-
documentary system, based on models from the
European systems, should be done on stages and
together with support methods (information, advise,
training, survey). In the same time, there are other
limits to be passed: cultural barriers (obsolete
attitudes, lack of information, lack of competence);
social barriers, interests of a certain social category,
conformism with some standards and stereotypes);
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organization barriers (bureaucracy, psychological
barriers — obsolete mentalities, the feeling of
frustration and social insecurity).

There is used within TQM a methodology
specific, based on different methods to collect data
(observation and interview) and to analyse them
(qualitative analysis), which can be also applied very
well in the info-documentary structures.

In 2012, the president of the Romanian Library
Association, professor Mircea Regneala, initiated a
research necessary to establish a real diagnose upon
the condition of the info-documentary structures in
the Romanian pre-university educational system, and
also to identify the significant elements of the
organization culture in these structures. The result of
this research was published in the volume Ghidul
bibliotecilor scolare §i al centrelor de informare si
documentare din invatamdntul  preuniversitar
romdnesc (The Guide of the school libraries and
information and documentation centres in the
Romanian pre-university educational system) (6).

There were gathered information, as follows:

- data about schools;

- general features of the management in schools
and in the information and documentation centres in
the pre-university educational system, specific of the
projective approaches, image and prestige of the
libraries and information and documentation centres.

Another objective of the study aimed different
problems:

- identify the specific needs for this category of
personnel;

- the specialization field;

- the field of design, achievement and
evaluation in the framework of the education process
in the pre-university educational system;

- the field of knowledge, abilities and the skills
necessary to develop activities of knowledge and
advise for students, as well as other categories of
users;

- the field of investigation and solving the
problems specific to schools and education.

The survey used the case study as working
method for quality. There were used as methods in
the framework of the survey: direct observation,
questionnaire, individual interview, the documentary
analysis.

They were filled 1412 questionnaires and the
data served to draw a general image regarding the
info-documentary structures in the Romanian pre-
university education system.

The series of methods and techniques used in
order to collect information and the purpose for
which they were used:

a. The documentary analysis

This method was used to study the regulation in
the field, reports and studies referring to ISO
standards, occupation standards for the school
librarians/documentalists, methodologies for settling
their activity, the legislation in force regarding their
long life learning, as well as studies in the field.

Objectives: collect information about the real
situation in the info-documentary structures in the
Romanian pre-university educational system, order
information and make a guide and a database,
formulate a hypothesis for continuing the research,
using other methods and instruments.

b. Survey through questionnaire addressed to
school librarians/documentalists

The main information requested through the
questionnaire addressed to the school librarians/
documentalists aimed the following aspects: level of
education; professional degree; wage-class;
seniority; professional training; specific
management; material resources; IT endowment;
automation; working instruments, library collection,
cataloguing and classification of collection, sources
to develop the collections, extend the interlibrary
loan; cultural-educative activities; projects
developed in/ through the school library/ information
and documentation centres; cooperation of the
librarian with different partners in education;
preservation, conservation and cleaning activities;
training in PSI and NSM.

The debates began from the main shortcomings
identified by survey and aimed opinions,
expectancies, motivations, results and
recommendations in order to improve and increase
the quality of the library activity in school libraries.

The forte aspects emphasized by the present
survey aimed the understanding of the relationship
between formed competencies-requests of the
working place. One of the pursued aspects in this
survey refers to the level of satisfaction of the
personnel in the info-documentary structures,
connected with the dignity of the profession (more
than 70%).

The shortcomings aimed:

- poor financial support and endowment of the
school libraries, in comparison with the information
an documentation centres;

- non-recognition of the education level and the
wage-class;

- lack of knowledge or the interdiction to
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participate in some long life learning activities for
school librarians/documentalists, according to the
Law of the National Education no. 1/2011;

- poor level of the automation of the school
libraries (56%), and the Internet connexions (34%),
informatics (39%).

When speaking about the long life learning for
librarians/documentalist, we take into consideration
the following:

- current training through methodical and
scientific activities and pedagogical range of
activities;

- papers presentations, symposia, and exchange
of experience;

- periodical training courses for scientific
information;

- courses organized by other professional

organizations — e.g. Romanian Library Association;

- scholarships for training, studies and
documentation, in the country and abroad;

- education systems: post-academic lectures in
the field, PhD, programmes for professional
conversion(6).

Conclusions of the survey:

In order to ensure quality in education, including
in school library/information and documentation
centre, it is not enough to have good instruments, but
also to use them, so there is necessary training and
skill in quality instruments.

The opportunities of the survey emphasized the
purpose of the school librarians/documentalists to
develop their other competencies, as well, according
to the Methodology for long life learning adapted to
the European Framework of Qualifications and the
National Framework for Qualifications (7):

a) professional competencies:

- cognitive competencies;

- function-act competencies.

b) transversal competencies:

- role competencies;

- competencies for personal and professional
development.

School libraries/ information and documentation
centres in Romania provide real chances to
education, culture and long life learning. They are
those info-documentary structures where the
knowledge and opportunity are available for all
users and, more than that, they contribute both to the
training and development of the life abilities, based
on key competencies.

School librarians/documentalists have in present
the ability to summon up, combine and use in an
autonomous manner the capacities of knowledge,
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skills and the general and professional, in
accordance with the different requests specific to a
certain framework, situations or problems, but also
in order to cope with the change and unexpected
complex situations. Inevitably, these expectancies
are connected with the harmonization of the initial
training and the life long learning, in a common,
unique, logical view, stimulating the librarians and
documentalists professional development; there is
also necessary to create a legal environment, in order
to recognize their importance in education. They
support the mission of school to implement quality
in education. They are prepared to provide: love,
empathy, responsibility, respect for the local
traditions and European values, understanding,
tolerance, respect for the nature and environment,
creativity, assertive communication.

Au fost abordate diverse probleme cu care se
confruntd astdzi bibliotecile scolare, precum si
realitatile si perspectivele domeniului
biblioteconomic in contextul societdtii cunoasterii:
parteneriatele si avantajele acestei colaborari;
cresterea vizibilitdtii bibliotecii; promovarea lecturii;
dezvoltarea competentelor bibliotecarilor scolari prin
cursuri si proiecte de formare si reconversie
profesionald; necesitatea informatizarii bibliotecilor
scolare si a partajarii informatiilor si datelor;
propunerile de modificari ale legislatiei de biblioteca;

Prin lucrarea , Promovarea activitatilor
bibliotecii scolare prin proiecte educationale initiate
de bibliotecarul gcolar”, Elena Maria Niscoveanu, de
la Colegiul Tehnic ,Remus Radulet” Brasov, a
subliniat necesitatea parteneriatelor educationale si a
impartasit celor prezenti din experienta avutd in
scoala in care activeazd, In urma colaborarii cu
cadrele didactice si cu psihologul scolar.

pe care o are relatia scoald-biblioteca. Produsele
acestui proiect s-au concretizat in trei filme
castigatoare, postate si pe Youtube, ca exemple de
buna practica.

8 din
Brasov, a prezentat proiectul educational ,, Traista cu
povesti” prin care s-a urmarit dezvoltarea
deprinderilor de folosire a cartii i a cititului prin
comunicare, relationarea elevilor de clasa I cu elevii
claselor mari, implicarea pdrintilor 1n formarea
deprinderilor de lecturd. Evaluarea rezultatelor s-a
realizat prin analiza SWOT care a oferit un feedback
pozitiv proiectului.

,» Biblioteca Metropolitana Bucuresti §i formarea
bibliotecarilor prin programul Biblionet”, lucrare
prezentatd de Florentina Dobrogeanu-Ipsilante, a scos
in evidentd importanta parteneriatelor culturale
exemplificatd printr-un exemplu de bune practici. Au
fost subliniate rolul bibliotecarului ca formator si
inovator si importanta programelor de finantare
pentru biblioteci si bibliotecari. Totodata a fost
subliniat importanta comunicarii eficiente pentru
reusita proiectelor: ,,Asuma-fi responsabilitatea
pentru felul In care comunici” intrucat ,,nu exista
esec, exista doar feedback™.

S-a subliniat ,, Importanta parteneriatelor pentru
dezvoltarea imaginii bibliotecii”, pentru cresterea
vizibilitatii structurii infodocumentare, in general, si a
promovarii muncii bibliotecarilor scolari si a
profesorilor documentaristi, Tn special. Au fost
exemplificate tipurile de parteneriat, cerintele pentru
crearea unui parteneriat eficient, avantajele acestui
gen de relatie. Bibliotecile reprezinta astdzi parteneri
importanti pentru gasirea de solutii la rezolvarea
problemelor comunitatii, avind in vedere rolul pe
care 1l au 1n educatie, culturd si accesul la informatie.
A fi acceptat 1intr-un parteneriat inseamna
profesionalism, iar pentru bibliotecarul modern este
esential sd raspunda provocdrilor societdtii
cunoasterii.

Simona
Fortin, au realizat un studiu comparativ inedit atat
prin abordare, cat si prin obiectivele urmadrite —
, Carte versus film: Numele trandafirului”. Ei au
creat o paralela intre cartea lui Umberto Eco (1980) si
ecranizarea lui Jean-Jacques Annaud (1986), pe de o
parte, si intre teoriile semiotice si lumile posibile, pe
de altd parte. Filmul, cu o distributie de exceptie,
reconstituie atmosfera epocii, prin imagini, culori si
coloana sonord. Cartea s-a bucurat de un imens
succes, fiind tradusa in peste 35 de limbi si vandutd in
peste 10 milioane de exemplare, evidentiindu-se prin
complexitate, detalii, sensuri ascunse, prin actiunea
desfasuratd pe mai multe planuri. Interesant si mai
putin cunoscut este faptul cd a existat si o adaptare
scenica a cartii, in regia lui Grigore Gonta, care s-a
jucat la Teatrul National ,I.LL. Caragiale” din
Bucuresti (1998) si care a urmarit respectarea in
amanunt a firului actiunii si a atmosferei redate in
carte, fapt apreciat chiar de autor. Teatrul Radiofonic
Romaénesc considera romanul drept ,,0 mare carte a
acestui secol” creata de ,un mare scriitor
contemporan”, o carte cit o Intreaga biblioteca.
Grina-Mihaela Rafaila, de la Muzeul de Istorie al
Municipiului Bucuresti, a prezentat un studiu istoric
deosebit de interesant si util pentru evolutia
invatdmantului roménesc — ,,Scoala de la Sf. Sava
Bucuresti”. Scoala domneasca care va deveni una
dintre cele mai vechi si prestigioase institutii de
invatdmant din Tara Romaneasca si una dintre cele
mai importante academii din Balcani, a fost fondata
in anul 1694, de catre domnitorul Constantin
Brancoveanu, la indemnul stolnicului Constantin
Cantacuzino. Academia Domneasca de la ,,Sfantul
Sava” a functionat in cladirea Manastirii. Dupd 1818,
la initiativa Iui Gheorghe Lazar, limba de predare la
toate nivelele de invatamant a devenit limba roméana,
inlocuind greaca si latina. In anul 1864, domnitorul
Alexandru Ioan Cuza va Tmparti Academia Sfantul
Sava 1n doua institutii: Universitatea din Bucuresti si
Colegiul National ,,Sfantul Sava”, care va purta mai
multe nume de-a lungul timpului. Personalitati
marcante ale culturii romanesti au invatat (Nicolae
Balcescu, I.C. Bratianu, C.A. Rosetti, I.Gh. Duca,
Take Ionescu) si au predat (Nicolae lorga, Spiru
Haret, Nicolae Filimon, Alexandru Odobescu, Vasile
Parvan, Gala Galaction, Tudor Arghezi, Dimitrie
Gusti, Henri Coanda, Camil Petrescu) la acest
colegiu. Important de mentionat este faptul cd, Tn anul
1836, in cadrul colegiului s-a finfiintat prima
bibliotecd nationald a romanilor, care s-a deschis
publicului in 1838, avand un fond de aproximativ
1000 de volume. De atunci dateazd si primul
Regulament de organizare si functionare a unei
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biblioteci publice romanesti, act emis de Eforia
Scoalelor. Biblioteca Colegiului ,,Sfantul Sava” a stat
la bazele fondarii Bibliotecii Centrale de Stat, care,
dupd o lunga perioadd de vicisitudini, timp In care
fondurile au fost transferate Bibliotecii Academiei
Romane, a devenit Biblioteca Nationald a Romaniei
de astazi.

Abordandu-se importanta lucrarilor de
specialitate, a fost semnalata celor prezenti cea mai
recentd aparitie editoriald a Asociatiei Bibliotecarilor
din Roméania - primul ,Tratat de
biblioteconomie” (Colectia Biblioteca ABR, 2013), o
lucrare colectiva fundamentald pentru
biblioteconomia roméaneascd, coordonatd de prof.
univ. dr. Mircea Regneala, presedinte ABR. Primul
volum, aparut cu sprijinul Centrului de Informare si
Resurse al Ambasadei S.U.A., poartd titlul
,,Biblioteconomie generala” si are un caracter teoretic
si va fi urmat de alte doud volume — ,,Managementul
colectiilor si serviciilor de biblioteca” si ,,Abordari
moderne n bibliotecd”, cu un pronuntat caracter
practico-aplicativ. De asemenea, au fost mentionate
alte aparitii editoriale de interes. Este vorba de cartea
lui George Tofan, ,, fnvd;dmdntul in
Bucovina” (Editura George Tofan, 2011), in care se
urmareste starea invatamantului romanesc din aceasta
regiune aflata timp de aproape un veac sub stipanire
straiind si evolutia literaturii didactice, si de
publicatiile ,,Education in Romania” (in limbile
engleza, franceza si spaniold) si ,,LIBER — revista
pentru biblioteca, educatie si cultura” editate de
Biblioteca Pedagogica Nationald ,,I.C. Petrescu” din
Bucuresti.

Vicepresedintele ABR, Valentina Lupu, a facut
un ndemn pentru achizitionarea , Ghidului
bibliotecilor scolare si a centrelor de informare si
documentare din Invatamantul — preuniversitar
romdnesc”, instrument important pentru oglindirea si
evaluarea structurilor infodocumentare din
invatdmantul preuniversitar roménesc, a cunoasterii
retelei bibliotecilor scolare si a centrelor de informare
si documentare. Pe de altad parte, a fost apreciat
sprijinul constant acordat de Biblioteca Nationald a
Romaniei bibliotecarilor scolari si pentru generoasa
donatie a revistei ,,Biblioteca” care a Tmplinit anul
acesta peste sase decenii de existentd neintrerupta,
constituind un spatiu de publicare, informare, formare
si afirmare in domeniul biblioteconomic.

S-au facut propuneri privind organizarea
Conferintei Bibliotecilor Scolare din primdvara anului
2014, manifestare importantd pentru activitatile de
formare continud. S-a discutat despre stadiul
implementarii modificarilor propuse pentru Proiectul
de Lege a Bibliotecilor, analizata in cadrul lucrérilor
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Sectiunii Legislatie, din 4 septembrie a.c., punandu-se

accent pe: redefinirea unor termeni in vederea
elimindrii ambiguitatilor; sursele de finantare;
alocarea spatiilor pentru biblioteci; dezvoltarea

colectiilor; procedurile de inventariere, casare si
recuperare a publicatiilor pierdute, distruse,

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Abstract

In the information age of continuous change the school
library should meet its users’ needs of training,
education, culture, information and research and the
community’s it serves as well as the new challenges
brought by the knowledge society. In this context it is
necessary to rethink the structures of this
infodocumentary institution by finding innovative
solutions and methods that lead to the development of
its image in the society. Partnerships and educational
projects can be successful solutions having in view that
today’s libraries are important partners to solve
community problems due to the role they play in
education, culture and information access. The
proceedings of the Section Pedagogical Techniques in
the Library carried out within the of the National
Conference of the Library Association in Romania
(24th edition, Oradea, September, 4-6, 2013) on the
topic ,,Library — research, knowledge, culture” focused
on issues the school library face it nowadays, in
particular, and Romanian libraries, in general. The
emphasis was on increasing the visibility of the library
in the society, non-formal education through libraries,
new techniques to promote books and reading,
supporting the activities of school librarians and
documentarists by means of the journals and reviews,
strengthening the school-library relation for the
development of the educational process, exchanges of
experiences and best practices, increasing the respect
for the infodocumentary institution.

Key words: school library, reading, non-formal

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The Section Pedagogical Techniques in the
Library- The School Library Division took place in
the Hall of Conferences, University of Oradea, on
Thursday, September 5th, 2013. This activity is
included in the 24th National Conference of Library
Association in Romania (ABR), with the subject
., Library — research, knowledge, culture”, which took
place in Oradea, between 4 and 6th September, a
2013, major scientific event for the Romanian library
science. The Section Pedagogical Techniques in the
Library brought together 63 participants — school
librarians and documentalists from all the country,
students and professors from the Faculty of Letters in
the University of Bucharest, Department for
Information and Documentation Sciences, librarians
from the National Pedagogical Library ,IC.
Petrescu”, as well as librarians from the sections for
children and youth from the Metropolitan Library in
Bucharest and the Museum of History of Bucharest.

The participants benefited of the presence at the
Conference of Mrs. Claudia Balaban, director of the
National Library for Children ,Jon Creangd” in
Chisinau, a remarkable personality in library science
in the Republic of Moldova, who insisted on sharing
the expertise with the Romanian colleagues. In
plenum, Mrs. Balaban presented the paper ,,New
experiences in promoting reading and the important
books to children and teenagers”. Taking into
consideration the reading crisis, the low number of
users in libraries and the poor results at the
baccalaureate, people must be aware of the
importance of reading as an essential factor in the
social development and finding new interesting ways
to stimulate the choice for reading and visits to the
library. In the following, we present some activities,
among the possible choices: the literary creativity
contests starting with books they already read, digital
exhibitions on the library website, meetings with
writers, debates about books and reading, holiday
circles, theatre performances and dramatizations,
journals, national campaigns for promoting reading
and world classical literature, the campaign ,,a star in
the library”, the international exhibition for children
and youth’s books, diversify the book offer in order to
meet their needs. The author wanted to mention that in
the present society we do not have ,,a reading crisis”,
but rather a ,,book crisis”.

The speeches of the participants at the Section
Pedagogical Techniques in the Library included
papers, exchange of professional expertise,
dissemination of good practices, as well as proposals
for future projects, focused on the development of the
library image in society, non formal education through
libraries and encouragement of the school librarians to
write articles for the library science journals, in order
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to present their activities.

There have been under debate numerous
problems of the school libraries today, as well as the
realities and the perspectives of the library science in
the knowledge society: and increased visibility for
libraries, reading promotion; development of the
competencies of the school librarians through training
lectures and projects for professional reemployment;
need for automation in school libraries, in order to
share information and data; proposals for changes in
the library legislation; need for cooperation between
the school librarian and the documentalist; increase
the role of the school library in the Romanian
education system and in the local communication
network.

The report of activity between September 1% -
August 31%, 2013 emphasized the diversity and
complexity of the numerous activities developed by
the school librarians and documentalists, in
cooperation with different partners, as well as the
increasing number of the beneficiaries of the projects.
These results encouraged the initiation and
development of new partnerships for the next period,
at national level.

The documentary visit at the Teachers’ House
Bihor was an interesting experience; this education
institution was settled in 1972, and its major
objectives are the promotion of innovation and reform
in education, ensure the framework for the teachers’
personal and professional development, as well as to
support information, documentation and research,
where an important role is played by the library.
Mariana Trofin, vicepresident of the ABR, Bihor
branch, presented an exhibition of paintings and
drawings made by the students within the educational
project ,,Book and library — children’s friends” (art
and literary works), developed in the year school 2012
-2013, due to a partnership with eight schools in the
county, with the purpose to discover the reading joy.
In the same time, there was the opportunity to meet
cultural personalities from Oradea.

Through the paper ,,Promoting school library
activities through educational projects initiated by the
school librarian”, Elena Maria Nigcoveanu, from the
Technical College ,Remus Radulet” Brasov,
emphasized the importance of the educational
partnerships and share with all the present colleagues
the knowledge gained in the school where she works,
by cooperating with the teachers and the school
psychologist. The objectives of the project were the
following: make students familiar with the library
space, develop children’s reading abilities, even from
the pre-school education, develop the emotional and
social competencies, develop the capacity to under-
stand the literary texts by interpreting them in the

poetry and drama circles, and increase the number of
library users. The education through and for library
has been achieved through creative workshops, in
order to highlight the local memory, poetry contests,
theatre, make the students familiar with the
bibliographical record of the books, lectures for a
through study for school graduation. The instruments
to evaluate the project were the descriptions by quotes
and the questionnaire for the elder students.

Laura Mihaela Andrei, documentalist at the
Teachers’ House ,,Spiru Haret” Iasi, presented another
successful county project, intensely promoted in the
media — ,,The Year Library - 2012-2013”, with the
main purpose to attract youngsters to the library, by
promoting the modern technologies and making
people aware about the importance of the relationship
between school and library. The products created in
this project were materialized in the winning films,
posted also on Youtube, as examples of good
practices. Taking into consideration the impact, there
was suggested to extend this project at national level,
as the activity of the section, for the next period.

Nicoleta Butuza, from the National
College ,,Andrei Muresanu” in Bistrita, completed the
series of good practices by presenting the project
,wCONTeaza pe educatie” (,,COUNT on education”),
an example of partnership of financial and
antreprenorial education through libraries, developed
with the support of the Bank Transilvania and the
International School in Cluj. The basic idea was that
the antreprenoriate is meant to contribute to the
technological transfer, to help increasing competitivity
up to durable development and innovation, which
almost do not exist in Romania. In the first part of the
project, there was created a virtual bank in the library
of the College, as well as banknotes and a virtual
stock exchange. The second part of the project was
based on creating own products which were sold later
on, and the money were donated for the treatment of
the autistic children. Students in the 9-1th grade at
highschool and children from the primary school were
involved in this project. The antreprenorial education
represents a formative approach and has an important
applicative feature, being centred on student and very
close to the immediate economical reality. It leads to
social inclusion and the development of specific
competencies: initiative, selftrust, competitivity, pro-
active attitude, ability to plan and begin the own
business, the efficient utilization of the available
resources, teamworking, ability to take personal and
financial risks, ability to solve critical problems,
ability to create an e-business platform, promotion
strategies.

Veronica Bratu, from the Theoretical Highschool
in Buzias, developed the idea of promoting the
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nonformal education through a pre-university info-
documentary — information and documentation centre.
There was put under debate the non formal education
from an European perspective and its adjustment to
the Romanian specific, being known that, in our
country, this type pf education is achieved mainly by
the non-government organizations or through the
partnerships between the education institutions and
local authorities. Among the multitude of non formal
education methods, - game, coaching, mentorate,
educational theatre, forum theatre, labyrinth theatre,
transcend, open space, photo voice, public speaking,
Walt Disney strategy, living library street animation -,
the Information and Documentation Centre Buzias
selected the last. Street animation allows the artistical
expression in an open space, where many people can
participate and where a numerous public can assist,
the message transmitted by the project being a social
one. The partners in the project were: The Foundation
for the Development of the Civil Society (FDSC), the
National Agency for Community Programmes in
Education and Professional Training
(ANPCDEFP),the Institute for the Education Sciences
(ISE) through the programme,, Youth in Action”, the
Association Pro Biblioteca in Timisoara and Buzias
Townhall. The subject was ,, White night — reading,
music, poetry”, and the message ,,Everyone can learn,
everywhere, all the time.” As the region Banat has
already a tradition in organizing the professional
meetings in partnership, there was launched the
invitation to the International Conference
»Communication and education in the knowledge
society”, 1st edition, which took place in Timisoara,
between November 7-9th, 2013, and which proposed
an interdisciplinary approach on subjects connected
with the formal and non formal education, the
development of the communication technologies,
innovative methods and strategies for social inclusion
through the school, as well as the school and library’s
role in the society based on knowledge.

Dr. Anca Badea provided another model of non
formal education; she presented the involvement of
the Metropolitan Library in Bucharest in attracting
users of all ages and professions, through active-
participative methods. There was emphasized reading,
communication, creativity valorization, intercultural
education, as well as education for ecology,
voluntariate and offers for children with special needs,
through the project , The non formal education in
libraries”.

Starting from a Canadian model, Ileana Ciubuca,
librarian at the Secondary School no. 8 Brasov,
presented the educational project , Traista cu
povesti”) ("The bag with stories”), through which
there was pursued the following abilities: use book
and reading through communication, the relationship
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between the children in the Ist grade with the elder
students, parents’ involvement in creating the reading
habits. The results were evaluated through a SWOT
analysis which provided a positive feedback of the

project.
»The Metropolitan Library in Bucharest and
librarians’  training through the programme

Biblionet”, was the paper presented by Florentina
Dobrogeanu-Ipsilante, who emphasized the
importance of the cultural partnerships, illustrated by
an example of good practices. There were underlined
librarian’s role as a trainer and innovator and the
importance of the financial programmes for libraries
and librarians. In the same time, there was emphasized
the importance of an efficient communication for the
success of the projects: ,,Take the responsibility for
the manner to communicate” as ,,there is no failure,
but only feedback”.

There was underlined the ,, Importance of the
partnerships for the development of the library
image”, in order to increase the visibility of the
library, on the whole, and especially to promote the
work of the school librarians and documentalists.
There were presented partnerships types, the
necessary requests to create an efficient partnership,
the advantages of this type of cooperation. Today,
libraries represent important partners for finding
solutions to solve the community problems, taking
into consideration the role played by libraries in
education and culture, as well as the access to
information. To be accepted in a partnership means
expertise, and it is essential for the modern librarian to
meet the challenges issued by knowledge society.
Library should use methods which contribute to the
development of the relationship between partners,
should also focus both on its general objectives and
the partners’ objectives, to convince the potential
partners about the benefits of the cooperation with the
library and to promote the idea of partnership. Each
library should determine strategies in order to create
partnerships, develop durable partnerships which
allow the increase of the organization visibility,
improve resources and their rational use, meet the
users’ needs, motivate staff, improve the image in the
community, convince authorities about the importance
of the library and influence them in taking decisions
regarding the info-documentary structure.

Andreea Balianeanu and Andrei Stancu, students
in the 2nd year at the Faculty of Letters, University of
Bucharest, Department of Information and
Documentation Sciences, coordinated by asist. univ.
drd. Simona Fortin, achieved a comparative survey, a
novelty both by approachment and objectives — ,, Book
versus film: the Name of the Rose”. They created a
parallel between Umberto Eco’s book (1980) and the
dramatization signed by Jean-Jacques Annaud (1986),
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on one side, and the semiotic theories and possible
worlds, on the other hand. The film, with an exquisite
cast, reproduced the atmosphere of the time through
images, colours and the sound track. The book knew a
huge success, as it was translated into 35 languages
and sold in more than 10 million copies, due to the
fact that it stands out by complexity, details, hidden
meanings and an action on several levels. There is
interesting and less known the fact that there was also
a dramatization of the book under Grigore Gonta’s
direction, played at the National Theatre ,,I.L.
Caragiale” in Bucuresti (1998) and which followed
the observance in detail of the action and the
atmosphere in the book, fact appreciated by the author
himself. The Romanian Radio Theatre considered the
novel as ,,a great book of this century, created by “an
important contemporary writer”’, a book as a whole
library.

Grina-Mihaela Rafaild, from the History Museum
of Bucharest presented a very interesting and useful
historical study for the evolution of the Romanian
education — The School from “Sf. Sava”. The Princely
school which would become one of the most
prestigious education institutions in Walachia and one
of the most important academies in the Balkans was
founded by the voievode Constantin Brancoveanu, in
1694, at the advice of the High Steward Constantin
Cantacuziono. The Princely Academy from ,,Sfantul
Sava” functioned in the building of the Monastery.
After 1818, at Gheorghe Lazar’s initiative, Romanian
became the teaching language, at all the education
levels, replacing Greek and Latin. In 1864, the ruler
Alexandru Ioan Cuza divided the Academy Sfantul
Sava in two institutions: the University of Bucharest
and the National College ,,Sfantul Sava”, which
beared many names along the time. Important
personalities of the Romanian culture learned (Nicolae
Balcescu, 1.C. Bratianu, C.A. Rosetti, .Gh. Duca,
Take Ionescu) and taught (Nicolae Iorga, Spiru Haret,
Nicolae Filimon, Alexandru Odobescu, Vasile Parvan,
Gala Galaction, Tudor Arghezi, Dimitrie Gusti, Henri
Coanda, Camil Petrescu) at this college. There is
important to be mentioned the fact that in 1836, there
was founded the first national library of Romanians in
this college. The library sheltered almost 1,000
volumes in its collection and it was opened to the
public in 1838. The first Rules for organization and
function of a Romanian public library date back to
that period; the document was issued by the School
Ephors. The Library of the College ,,Sfantul Sava”
was the basis of the foundation of the Central State
Library, which after a long period of vicissitudes,
when the collection was transferred to the Romanian
Academy Library, became the present National
Library of Romania.

In the framework of the presentation of the

papers, there was mentioned the most recent
publication issued by the Romanian Library
Association — the first ,,Tratat de bibliotecono-
mie” (,Treaty of library science”) (Colectia
Biblioteca ABR, 2013), a fundamental collective work
dedicated to the Romanian library science,
coordinated by prof. univ. dr. Mircea Regneala,
president ABR. The first volume, published with the
support of the Centre of Information and Resources in
the USA Embassy bears the title ,,Biblioteconomie
generala” (,,General library science”) and it is
mostly theoretical; the following two volumes -
,Managementul colectiilor si serviciilor de
biblioteca” (,,The management of collection and
services in the library”) and ,,Aborddri moderne in
biblioteca” (,,Modern approaches in the library”),
will have a strong practical and applicated feature. In
the same time, there were mentioned other new
interesting publications. There was about George
Tofan’s book, ,linvatamantul in
Bucovina” (, Education in Bukowina”) (Editura
George Tofan, 2011), where there is presented the
stage of the Romanian education in this region which
used to be more than a century under the foreign rule
and the evolution of the didactical literature; there
were also presented the publications ,,Education in
Romania” (in English, French, and Spanish) and
oLIBER — revista pentru bibliotecd, educatie i
cultura”, edited by the National Pedagogical Library
,.1.C. Petrescu” in Bucharest.

The ABR vicepresident, Valentina Lupu, urged
librarians to purchase ,, Ghidul bibliotecilor scolare §i
al centrelor de informare §i documentare din
invatamantul preuniversitar romdnesc”, (,, The Guide
of the school libraries and information and
documentation centres in the Romanian pre-university
education system”), an important instrument for
presenting and evaluating the infodocumentary
structures in the Romanian pre-university system and
knowledge of the school libraries network and the
information and documentation centres. On the other
hand, there was appreciated the constant support
rendered by the National Library of Romania to
school librarians and for the generous donation of the
journal ,, Biblioteca” which celebrated this years more
than six decades of continuous existence and which
represents a space of publication, information, training
and affirmation in the library science.

Librarians made proposals regarding the School
Libraries Conference in the spring 2014, considered to
be an important event for the long life learning. There
was under debate the stage of the implementation of
the changes suggested for the Law Project, analysed
during the works of the Section Legislation, on
September 4th, and there was emphasized; new
definitions for terms, in order to eliminate the
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ambiguities; financial resources; assign room for
libraries; develop collections; procedures for
inventory, quash and retrieve the lost, destroyed,
damaged and missing publications; relieve and make
efficient some fundamental activities; library
indicators; cooperation in methodology, work
standards and librarians’ salaries; re-negociate the
working collective contract; harmonization with the
European legislation etc.

The proceedings of the Section Pedagogical
Techniques in the Library underlined the high level of
the papers, the creativity and the innovating spirit, as
well as the expertise in the field, the involvement and
the solidarity in profession, the very important role of
the school librarians in the education process and
culture. If school generates values, the school library
represents a very important link in this chain and that
is the reason for re-organization of the structures, in
order to create a new image in the information society.
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
